The Board of Commissioners of the Housing Authority of the City of Evansville met on May 11, 2011 at 6:30 p.m in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments. Commissioners Skinner, Miller, and Wilbur were present. Commissioners Sperry and Schneeberger were absent. Also present was Toni Coats, Executive Director.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Skinner. A motion was made by Commissioner Miller to approve the agenda as printed. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to approve the minutes of April 13, 2011, as received. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Miller. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

A new accounts payable list was distributed. After a review, a motion was made by Commissioner Miller to accept the accounts payable list as presented. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote. 

Old Business:  
A list of Section 8 Cost Savings Measures was distributed. These measures were written by the Director. There have been no suggestions from HUD.
New Business:
The annual WHEDA comprehensive management review and limited physical review report for South Meadows Apartments was distributed and discussed. This included an inspection of the outside of the property and all vacant apartments, Maintenance and Standard Operating Procedures, Financial Management, Leasing & Occupancy, Tenant/Management Relations, and General Management Practices. The overall score was SUPERIOR. There were no corrective actions to be made.
The semi-annual SEMAP report for the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program was distributed and discussed. The Housing Authority received a score of 100% and a HIGH rating.

A subordination request for CDBG loan #TO-2010-02 was presented. This was to refinance for a lower interest rate, only. A motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to approve the subordination of the loan. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Miller. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.
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New CDBG loan #TO-2011-04 was presented. This is a 0% deferred homeowner loan. After discussing the work to be done, the bids presented, and the equity in the home, a motion

was made by Commissioner Miller to approve the loan in the amount of $11,837.68. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote. There was no conflict of interest.

Having no other matters to discuss, a motion was made by Commissioner Miller to adjourn the meeting. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote. The next regular meeting will be held Wednesday, June 8, 2011 at 6:30 p.m. in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments.
