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September 20, 2011

The Board of Commissioners of the Housing Authority of the City of Evansville met on September 14, 2011 at 6:30 p.m in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments. Commissioners Skinner, Miller, Sperry, and Wilbur were present. Commissioner Schneeberger arrived at 6:33 p.m. Also present was Toni Coats, Executive Director.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Skinner. CDBG Loan #TO-2011-05 and Conflict of Interest were added to the agenda. A motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to approve the agenda as amended. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sperry. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to approve the minutes of August 10, 2011, as received. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

A new accounts payable list was distributed. After a review, a motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to accept the accounts payable list as presented. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Miller. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


Annual Meeting – Election of Officers


The Chairman of the Board opened the meeting at 6:35 p.m. Commissioner Sperry made a motion to keep the current slate of officers:  Gilbert Skinner, Chairman of the Board and Paul Miller, Vice-Chairman of the Board.  Commissioner Wilbur seconded the motion. The motion was carried by unanimous vote. The Chairman closed the meeting at 6:36 p.m.
 

Old Business:  There was no old business to discuss.
New Business:
The anniversary date of the Housing Assistance Payment Contract with WHEDA for  South Meadow Apartments is December 1, 2011. The Director requested a $5.00 a month rent increase. A $1.00 rent increase was approved. A motion was made by Commissioner Schneeberger to pass the new contract rent of $421.00 a month, which includes all utilities, effective December 1, 2011. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.
A REAC inspection of the South Meadow Apartments was conducted on August 30, 2011. A copy of the report was distributed and discussed. A score of 94b was received. There 
were a few minor deficiencies reported which have been noted and will be corrected as part of our ongoing maintenance program. The Director will inform the board when they have been completed. 
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A discussion was held regarding a tenant who has abandoned his unit after leaving Wisconsin in July. He called the Director last week and notified her he would not be returning and gave her permission to dispose of his things as she saw fit, using his security deposit for costs involved. The Director asked the tenant to put the request in writing and return the apartment and post office box keys. The tenant agreed to do so. The Director will seek legal council if she does not receive a request from the tenant, in writing.
Steve Eager, Vice-President of Union Bank & Trust Company, contacted the Director on August 30, 2011, asking permission to release a security bond that day in the amount of $100,000.00, currently held at Bankers’ Bank Madison as collateral for the Evansville Housing Authority’s deposits, because they were secured over their current assets and would continue to be after the sale of the bond. The Board had a few questions regarding the sale of the bond. The Director will get additional information from Mr. Eager and bring it back to the board next month.

Beginning in September 2011, HUD will require annual reporting of the five highest compensated employees of each PHA administering the Housing Choice Voucher Program. In addition, the PHA boards are now required to conduct comparability analyses each year when determining executive director compensation levels. The PHA board will be required to certify that they have complied with comparability analysis requirements. This certification will be submitted with PHA plan documents each year. No additional documentation will routinely be required.

Copies of the latest CDBG revolving loan fund flyers were distributed.

New CDBG Loan #TO-2011-05 was presented. This is a 0% interest, deferred homeowner loan. After discussing the work to be done, bids presented, and equity in the home, a motion was made by Commissioner Miller to approve the loan in the amount of $9,271.10. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Schneeberger. The motion was carried by unanimous vote. There was no conflict of interest.
Having no other matters to discuss, a motion was made by Commissioner Miller to adjourn the meeting. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sperry.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote. The next regular meeting will be held Wednesday, October 12, 2011 at 6:30 p.m. in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments.
