November 7, 2011

The Board of Commissioners of the Housing Authority of the City of Evansville met on October 12, 2011 at 6:30 p.m in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments. Commissioners Skinner, Miller, Wilbur, and Schneeberger were present. Commissioner Sperry was absent. Also present was Toni Coats, Executive Director.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Skinner. A motion was made by Commissioner Miller to approve the agenda as printed. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A motion was made by Commissioner Miller to approve the minutes of September 14, 2011, as received. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Schneeberger. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

A new accounts payable list was distributed. After a review, a motion was made by Commissioner Miller to accept the accounts payable list as presented. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


Old Business:  

All REAC inspection repairs have been made with the exception of re-roofing the shed, which will be completed this fall.

The Director presented the Board with answers to questions asked of Steve Eager, Union Bank & Trust Company, resulting from last month’s board meeting regarding the “release of a collateral bond”. His explanations to each question were helpful in understanding the process.  

New Business:
A South Meadow tenant asked permission to install used cabinet handles to her kitchen cabinets. The cabinets are designed to be used without them. The board was in consensus that the cabinet fronts should not be defaced.

The annual PHA plan Civil Rights certification was signed by the Chairman of the Board and will be sent to HUD in Milwaukee.

The new HUD Employee Compensation form (HUD-52725) & supporting documents were presented and discussed. The form is due to HUD by October 31, 2011. Beginning next year, PHA boards will be required to certify that they have complied with comparability analysis requirements. This certification will be submitted with PHA plan documents. HUD stated that “This will serve as a valuable transparency and oversight tool and a point of comparison for local PHA boards in determining appropriate compensation levels.” 
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The Director has enrolled the Evansville Housing Authority in the State of Wisconsin’s Tax Refund Interception Program (TRIP) to help collect monies owed them by participant’s of the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program.


The final FY2012 Fair Market Rents for all bedroom sizes for Rock County were presented. All FMR’s decreased this year. The Director stated that rental costs will not decrease and neither will utility costs; therefore, she suggested that the board maintain the current 2011 payment standards for 2012. A motion was made by Commissioner Miller to keep the current Payment Standards for 2012. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Schneeberger. The motion was carried by unanimous vote. 


CDBG Loan #TL-2011-07 was presented. This is a 3% interest landlord loan, with monthly installment payments. The landlord must agree to rent to low income tenants for the next 5 years, when a vacancy occurs. The rent and utility costs must not exceed the Section 8 Payment Standard levels. Bids were presented and discussed, along with the work to be done and the equity in the rental property. A motion was made by Commissioner Schneeberger to approve Loan #TL-2011-07 in the amount of $6,464.00. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote. There was no conflict of interest.


CDBG Loan #TO-2106-2002 subordination request was presented. The homeowner was refinancing the balance of their first mortgage with Union Bank & Trust Company at a lower interest rate, including closing costs. No additional debt was added to the loan. A motion was made by Commissioner Schneeberger to approve the subordination request of CDBG Loan #TO-2106-2002. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Miller. The motion was carried by unanimous vote. 
Having no other matters to discuss, a motion was made by Commissioner Miller to adjourn the meeting. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote. The next regular meeting will be held Wednesday, November 9, 2011 at 6:30 p.m. in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments.
