February 10, 2012

The Board of Commissioners of the Housing Authority of the City of Evansville met on February 8, 2012 at 6:30 p.m in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments. Commissioners Skinner, Sperry, Wilbur, and Schneeberger were present. Commissioner Miller was absent. Also present was Toni Coats, Executive Director.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Skinner. CDBG Loan #TO-2011-06 subordination request was added to the agenda. A motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to approve the agenda as amended. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sperry. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


Commissioner Skinner noted a spelling error in the January minutes under New Business. The word “property” on line three should have read “properly”. A motion was made by Commissioner Schneeberger to approve the minutes of January 11, 2012 as received, with the correction in spelling. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

A new accounts payable list was distributed. After a review, a motion was made by Commissioner Schneeberger to accept the accounts payable list as presented. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sperry. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


Old Business:  
There was no old business to discuss.
New Business:

The Director informed the board that the Housing Authority has recaptured $2,139.00 in fraud money in the past 3 months, using the TRIP program.

Portions of Section 4 of the Section 8 Administrative Plan were read and discussed. Some of the model plan’s policies were chosen to use and others were rewritten. The policies will go before the board for approval next month.


The Wisconsin Division of Housing sent an email to all Community Development Block Grant Revolving Loan Fund grantees last month stating that all future CDBG-RLF rental rehab loans must be 0% deferred or 0% installment loans. The Evansville Housing Authority will continue to require monthly installment payments from landlords.


CDBG Loan #TO-2011-06 subordination request was presented. The homeowners are refinancing their first mortgage with Union Bank & Trust Company at a lower interest rate, including closing costs. No additional debt was added to the loan. A motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to approve the subordination request.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Schneeberger. The motion was carried by unanimous vote. Commissioner Wilbur abstained from the vote.

Copies of the proposed 2012 South Meadow Budget were distributed and reviewed, for informational purposes only. A motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to accept the 2012 proposed budget. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sperry. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

Chairman Skinner entered the board into closed session at 7:30 p.m. Chairman Skinner closed the session at 7:45 p.m.
Having no other matters to discuss, a motion was made by Commissioner Schneeberger to adjourn the meeting. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote. The next regular meeting will be held Wednesday, March 14, 2012 at 6:30 p.m. in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments.
