June 21, 2012

The Board of Commissioners of the Housing Authority of the City of Evansville met on June 13, 2012 at 6:30 p.m in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments. Commissioners Skinner, Sperry, Wilbur, and Schneeberger were present. Commissioner Miller was absent. Also present was Toni Coats, Executive Director.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Skinner. A motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to approve the agenda as printed. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Schneeberger. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A motion was made by Commissioner Schneeberger to approve the minutes of May 9, 2012, as received. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

A new accounts payable list was distributed reflecting check numbers 3323-3334, totaling $8,250.14 for South Meadow Apartments; check numbers 5723-5760, totaling $29,335.20 for the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program; and check numbers 3831-3832, totaling $645.89 for the CDBG Program. After a review, a motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to accept the accounts payable list as presented. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Schneeberger. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


Old Business:  
Updated pages to sections of Chapter 7, Verification, from the Section 8 Model Administration Plan, were presented for adoption. After a review, a motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to adopt the updates and revisions, as printed. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Schneeberger. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.
New Business:
The regular July board meeting date has been changed to Thursday, July 12, 2012, due to scheduling conflicts.


Portions of Section 8, Housing Quality Standards & Rent Reasonableness Determinations, from the Section 8 Model Administrative Plan, were read and discussed. Updates to the policies will be made and presented for discussion, approval and adoption at next month’s meeting.

Julie Shoemaker’s employment status with the Evansville Housing Authority changed from an employee to a General Contractor, effective June 11, 2012 for lawn mowing, garbage & recycling hauling, and housekeeping duties. She is insured and bonded.

Bids to seal and stripe the parking lot were presented. After a discussion, a motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to accept the bid from Tri-County Sealcoating in the amount of $1,312.70. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

A proposal from Magee Construction LLC, providing the costs of 3 options to replace the original 20 wooden apartment patio benches with Trex Transcends Railings, was presented. After discussing the options and prices, the board chose to select option #2, Trex Transcends Railings – white, in the amount of $17,885.20, plus $30.00 for debris removal.


Copies of the 2011 audit report from Babcock, Langbein and Company were distributed. It will be reviewed over the next month and discussed at the July meeting.
Having no other matters to discuss, a motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to adjourn the meeting. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Schneeberger.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote. The next regular meeting will be held Thursday, July 12, 2012, at 6:30 p.m. in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments.
