August 16, 2012

The Board of Commissioners of the Housing Authority of the City of Evansville met on July 12, 2012 at 6:30 p.m in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments. Commissioners Skinner, Miller, Sperry, Wilbur, and Schneeberger were present. Also present was Toni Coats, Executive Director.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Skinner. A motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to approve the agenda as printed. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Schneeberger. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to approve the minutes of June 13, 2012, as received. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Schneeberger. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

A new accounts payable list was distributed reflecting check numbers 3335-3348, totaling $7,117.02 for South Meadow Apartments; check numbers 5761-5800, reflecting an estimate of $28,445.67 for the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program; and check numbers 3835, totaling $89.16 for the CDBG Program. After a review, a motion was made by Commissioner Miller to accept the accounts payable list as presented. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sperry. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


Old Business:  
Updated pages to sections of Chapter 8, Housing Quality Standards & Rent Reasonableness Determinations, from the Section 8 Model Administrative Plan were presented and discussed. An additional change will be made to Page 8-4, Thermal Environment. The sections of Chapter 8 will be brought back to the board next month for adoption.  
The 2011 annual audit report from Babcock, Langbein and Company was reviewed and discussed. A motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to accept the 2011 financial statements and audit report for the year ending 12/31/11. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.                       
New Business:
Due to scheduling conflicts, the regular August board meeting date has been changed to Thursday, August 9, 2012.


One policy from Section 9, General Leasing Policies, of the Section 8 Model Administrative Plan, was read and discussed. A motion was made by Commissioner Miller to adopt Option 3 as presented. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Schneeberger. The motion was carried by unanimous vote. 

HUD issued a new notice directing housing agencies to set their own passbook savings rate for use in the calculation of assets. This had been a HUD field office responsibility. Under the new policy, each PHA has the authority to set its own passbook rate within 75 basis points of the national rate paid on savings accounts and must be reviewed annually. After reviewing the current national saving rate, a motion was made by Commission Wilbur to set the rate at .10%. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Miller. The motion was carried by unanimous vote. 


A subordination request was presented on behalf of CDBG Loan #TO-2012-01. The homeowner is refinancing her first mortgage with Union Bank & Trust Company at a lower interest rate, including closing costs. No additional debt will be added to the loan. A motion was made by Commissioner Miller to approve the subordination request. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sperry. The motion was carried by unanimous vote. Commissioner Wilbur abstained from the vote.


A change order request for CDBG Loan #TO-2012-01 was presented to the board for increased costs for the roofing and siding. A motion was made by Commissioner Schneeberger to approve the change order request for an additional $803.69. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Miller. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


The original mortgage for CDBG Loan #TO-2012-01 will be satisfied once the new mortgage with Union Bank & Trust is recorded. The new CDBG mortgage will include the costs of the change order, satisfaction, title check, and its recording.

Having no other matters to discuss, a motion was made by Commissioner Schneeberger to adjourn the meeting. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Miller.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote. The next regular meeting will be held Thursday, August 9, 2012, at 6:30 p.m. in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments.
