The Board of Commissioners of the Housing Authority of the City of Evansville met on August 9, 2012 at 6:30 p.m in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments. Commissioners Skinner, Wilbur, and Schneeberger were present. Commissioners Miller and Sperry were absent. A guest presenter, John Livick, was also in attendance, as well as Toni Coats, the Executive Director.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Skinner. A motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to approve the agenda as printed. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Schneeberger. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A motion was made by Commissioner Schneeberger to approve the minutes of July 12, 2012, as received. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

A new accounts payable list was distributed reflecting check numbers 3351-3362, totaling $5,732.93 for South Meadow Apartments; check numbers 5801-4848, totaling $29,567.25 for the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program; and check number 3837, totaling $16.21 for the CDBG Program. After a review, a motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to accept the accounts payable list as presented. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Schneeberger. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


Old Business:  
A discussion and decision was made to Page 8-4, Thermal Environment, of the Section 8 Model Administration Plan. There will be no extra wording added to the statement that the heating system must be capable of maintaining an interior temperature of 68 degrees Fahrenheit. A motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to adopt Page 8-4 of the Thermal Environment section of the Section 8 Model Administration Plan, as written. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Schneeberger. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.
Updated page 9-9, Term of Tenancy, from the Section 8 Model Administration Plan, was given to the board, which shows the policy that was adopted last month.
New Business:
John Livick, Energy Program Manager from Community Action, Inc., presented us with a list of recommended energy saving measures to the South Meadow Apartments from their recent energy audit. Each category and their costs were discussed. The total proposed cost of the project is $21,414.39. Our contribution would be $3,212.16 (15%). A motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to accept the energy audit proposal and its cost to us of $3,212.16. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Schneeberger. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.
Having no other matters to discuss, a motion was made by Commissioner Schneeberger to adjourn the meeting. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote. The annual meeting and election of officers will be held at the next regular meeting on Wednesday, September 12, 2012, at 6:30 p.m. in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments.
