September 27, 2012

The Board of Commissioners of the Housing Authority of the City of Evansville met on September 12, 2012 at 6:30 p.m in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments. Commissioners Miller, Sperry, Wilbur, and Schneeberger were present. Commissioner Skinner was absent. Also present was Toni Coats, Executive Director.

The meeting was called to order by Vice-Chairman Miller. Three CDBG items were added to the agenda under New Business. A motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to approve the agenda as amended. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sperry. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A motion was made by Commissioner Schneeberger to approve the minutes of August 9, 2012, as received. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

A new accounts payable list was distributed reflecting check numbers 3364-3381, totaling $25,365.23 for South Meadow Apartments; check numbers 5849-5897, totaling $28,758.35 for the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program; and check number 3840, totaling $113.47 for the CDBG Program. After a review, a motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to accept the accounts payable list as presented. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sperry. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


ANNUAL MEETING – ELECTION OF OFFICERS


The Vice-Chairman of the Board opened the meeting at 6:41 p.m. Commissioner Schneeberger moved that the current officers, Gilbert Skinner, Chairman, and Paul Miller, Vice-Chairman, be retained for another year. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sperry. The motion was carried by unanimous vote. The Vice-Chairman closed the meeting at 6:43 p.m. 

Old Business:  
The Community Action Weatherization project was completed by the end of August. It went very smoothly and their employees were pleasant to work with. 
Magee Construction completed the installation of the 20 patio handrails at South Meadow Apartments and they greatly improve the look of the buildings. A discussion was held as to whether or not the tenants should be allowed to decorate the railings and risk the chance of damaging them. After taking a look at the existing decorations in their yards, on their patios and those hanging from their patio ceilings, it was the consensus of the board that those decorations were sufficient and it would be best to have a no-decoration policy written for the railings. A motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to set a no-decoration policy for the handrails. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Schneeberger. The motion was carried by unanimous vote. The Director will write a resolution for a porch railing policy and present it to the board next month.
Commissioners Wilbur and Schneeberger and Executive Director, Toni Coats, reported on the Commissioner Training held last month in Madison. They felt that HUD staff did a good job interacting with the attendees, they learned some good information to help them in their roles as Commissioners, and would be interested in attending future training, if it were offered.
New Business:
December 1, 2012 is the anniversary date of the Housing Assistance Payment Contract with WHEDA for South Meadow Apartments. The Director requested a $4.00 a month rent increase to help defray the costs of utilities, maintenance, and upgrades. The request was approved. A motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to pass the new contract rent of $425.00 a month, which includes all utilities, effective December 1, 2012. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Schneeberger. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.
A subordination request for CDBG loan #TO-2010-02 was presented. The request was to refinance to a lower interest rate with no added debt, other than closing costs and fees. A motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to approve the subordination of the loan. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sperry. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.
All funds have been expended on CDBG Loan #TO-2011-04 and #TO-2012-01. A close-out statement has been sent to each homeowner. The files have been reviewed and found to have all required documents properly executed and contained therein.  

Having no other matters to discuss, a motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to adjourn the meeting. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote. The next regular meeting will be held Wednesday, October 10, 2012, at 6:30 p.m. in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments.
