The Board of Commissioners of the Housing Authority of the City of Evansville met on October 10, 2012 at 6:30 p.m in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments. Commissioners Skinner, Miller, Sperry, and Wilbur were present. Commissioner Schneeberger was absent. Also present was Toni Coats, Executive Director.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Skinner. The November meeting date was added to the agenda under New Business. A motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to approve the agenda as amended. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sperry. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to approve the minutes of September 12, 2012, as received. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

A new accounts payable list was distributed reflecting check numbers 3382-3395, totaling $6,585.55 for South Meadow Apartments; check numbers 5898-5942, totaling $31,579.38 for the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program; and check number 3841, totaling $97.26 for the CDBG Program. After a review, a motion was made by Commissioner Miller to accept the accounts payable list as presented. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sperry. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


Old Business:  
Resolution #77 for the new porch railing policy was distributed. 
New Business:
 Sections of Model Administrative Plan Chapter 10 – Moving with Continued Assistance & Portability and Chapter 11 – Reexaminations were read over and discussed. 


A motion was made by Commission Miller to adopt Option #2 for Reexaminations – Required Reporting. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A motion was made by Commissioner Miller to adopt Option #1 for Reexaminations – Utility Allowances. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to adopt Option #1 for Reexaminations – Notification Of New Family Share And HAP Amount. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sperry. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A copy of the 2013 Annual PHA Plan Civil Rights Certification was distributed and signed by the Board Chairman.


HUD-52725 – 2011 Schedule of Positions and Compensation was distributed. The schedule will be submitted to HUD by October 31, 2012.


The annual wage data comparability analysis was conducted by the board. They used the 2012 PHADA (Public Housing Authorities Directors Association) Executive and Deputy Director Compensation Survey to compare nationwide compensation with the two highest paid Evansville Housing Authority employees.


The final FY2013 Fair Market Rents (FMR) for Efficiencies-4 bedroom units in Rock County were presented. Three of the five limits decreased. The Director stated that rental costs will not decrease and neither will utility costs; therefore, she suggested adjusting the FMR’s up, with the exception of the 0 bedroom, which must be decreased and the 1 bedroom, which would remain the same. A motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to adopt the following Payment Standards for 2013:  Efficiency - $481.00; 1 bedroom - $578.00; 2 bedroom - $734.00; 3 bedroom - $898.00; 4 bedroom - $952.00. These amounts include a monthly utility allowance based upon the number of bedrooms in the unit. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


The November board meeting will not change unless there is an additional conflict in schedules.

Having no other matters to discuss, a motion was made by Commissioner Miller to adjourn the meeting. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote. The next regular meeting will be held Wednesday, November 14, 2012, at 6:30 p.m. in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments.
