The Board of Commissioners of the Housing Authority of the City of Evansville met on Thursday, April 11, 2013 at 6:30 p.m in the office of the South Meadow Apartments. Commissioners Miller, Sperry, and Schneeberger were present. Commissioner Skinner & Wilbur were absent. Also present was Toni Coats, Executive Director.

The meeting was called to order by Vice-Chairman Miller. The 2012 audit report was added to the agenda. A motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to approve the agenda as amended. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Schneeberger.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A motion was made by Commissioner Schneeberger to approve the minutes of March 13, 2013, as received. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sperry. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

A new accounts payable list was distributed reflecting check numbers 3464-3474, totaling $7,825.27 for South Meadow Apartments; check numbers 6154-6195, totaling $28,481.84 for the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program; and check number 3853, totaling $93.42 for the CDBG Program. After a review, a motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to accept the accounts payable list as presented. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Schneeberger. We discussed our 100% non-smoking policy and how it might be affected by electronic cigarette use. The Director will contact the Department of Heath and a local medical clinic to learn more about the e-cigarettes; specifically, if the vapor has an odor and if they could cause damage to an apartment, and bring the information back to the board at a later date.
Jackie Liebel’s employment with the Evansville Housing Authority ended on April 11, 2013.

Due to the affects of the Sequestration, the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program’s administrative fees have been pro-rated at 69% from April through September, 2013. 

Copies of the 2012 audit report were distributed. The report will be on the May agenda for discussion and approval.

Having no other matters to discuss, a motion was made by Commissioner Schneeberger to adjourn the meeting. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sperry.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote.
