May 16, 2013

The Board of Commissioners of the Housing Authority of the City of Evansville met on Wednesday, May 8, 2013 at 6:30 p.m in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments. Commissioners Miller, Wilbur, and Schneeberger were present. Commissioner Skinner & Sperry were absent. Also present was Toni Coats, Executive Director.

The meeting was called to order by Vice-Chairman Miller. CDBG Loan #TL-2013-01 and Conflict of Interest were removed from the agenda. Renewal of 5 Year commission – Sue Wilbur, was added to the agenda. A motion was made by Commissioner Schneeberger to approve the agenda as amended. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A motion was made by Commissioner Schneeberger to approve the minutes of April 11, 2013, as received. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

A new accounts payable list was distributed reflecting check numbers 3475-3484, totaling $8,612.91 for South Meadow Apartments; check numbers 6196-6236, totaling $29,905.71 for the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program; and check numbers 3854-3855, totaling $277.26 for the CDBG Program. After a review, a motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to accept the accounts payable list as presented. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Schneeberger. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


Old Business:  

The 2012 annual audit report, prepared by Babcock, Langbein and Company, was discussed. A motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to accept the 2012 financial statements and audit report for the year ending 12/31/2012. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Schneeberger. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

New Business:  

Copies of the 2012 Section 8 Management Assessment Program certification and score from HUD were presented. The Evansville Housing Authority’s final score for the fiscal year ending 12/31/2012 was 100 percent.

A discussion was held on the Section 8 certificate of deposit, maturing May 13, 2013. Since HUD is expected to soon require housing authorities to use their assets to pay rental subsidy and/or administrative costs, it was felt we should transfer all or some of the money to the money market account at this time. A motion was made by Commissioner Schneeberger to cash in all but the minimum required to maintain the CD and put the cash in the money market account. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

Sue Wilbur’s term of commission expired May 1, 2013. She renewed her commission for another 5 years, expiring May 1, 2018.

Having no other matters to discuss, a motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to adjourn the meeting. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Schneeberger.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote. The next regular meeting will be held Wednesday, June 12, 2013, at 6:30 p.m. in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments.
