June 26, 2013

The Board of Commissioners of the Housing Authority of the City of Evansville met on Wednesday, June 12, 2013 at 6:30 p.m in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments. Commissioners Skinner, Miller, Wilbur, and Schneeberger were present. Commissioner Sperry was absent. Also present was Toni Coats, Executive Director.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Skinner. A motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to approve the agenda as printed. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Schneeberger.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A motion was made by Commissioner Miller to approve the minutes of May 8, 2013, as received. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Schneeberger. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

A new accounts payable list was distributed reflecting check numbers 3487-3497, totaling $8,474.03 for South Meadow Apartments; check numbers 6237-6275, totaling $27,147.05 for the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program; and check numbers 3857, totaling $140.13 for the CDBG Program. After a review, a motion was made by Commissioner Schneeberger to accept the accounts payable list as presented. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


Old Business:  

An article titled “10 Little-known Facts About E-cigarettes” was distributed, read, and discussed. The Executive Director will look into obtaining some legal advice regarding potentially prohibiting this device from being used in and/or on the South Meadow Apartment property.
New Business:  

A passbook savings rate must be established for the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program each year. A motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to keep the current passbook savings rate of .10%. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Schneeberger. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

A 2013 Section 8 projected budget was presented, read, and discussed. A motion was made by Commissioner Miller to accept the Section 8 projected budget as presented. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote. Form HUD-5274, Resolution #78, will be submitted to HUD indicating the board’s approval.


A discussion was held on the stating wage of the part-time clerical assistant. After a discussion, a motion was made by Commissioner Schneeberger to increase the starting wage of the part-time clerical assistant from $9.00 an hour to $11.00 an hour. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Miller. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A discussion was held on the current 6 month probationary review period of the part-time clerical assistant. A motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to change the probationary review period to 3 months. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Miller. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

CDBG Loan #TL-2013-01 was presented. This is a 0%, installment landlord loan. The work write-up and bids were reviewed and discussed, along with the value of and equity in the property. A motion was made by Commissioner Miller to approve CDBG Loan #TL-2013-01 in the amount of $9,455.00. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Schneeberger. The motion was carried by unanimous vote. There was no conflict on interest.

Having no other matters to discuss, a motion was made by Commissioner Miller to adjourn the meeting. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote. The next regular meeting has been tentatively scheduled for Thursday, July 11, 2013, at 6:30 p.m. in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments.
