July 17, 2013

The Board of Commissioners of the Housing Authority of the City of Evansville met on Thursday, July 11, 2013 at 6:30 p.m in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments. Commissioners Skinner, Miller, Sperry, Wilbur, and Schneeberger were present. Also present was Toni Coats, Executive Director.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Skinner. CDBG-RLF update was added to the agenda. A motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to approve the agenda as amended. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Schneeberger.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A motion was made by Commissioner Schneeberger to approve the minutes of June 12, 2013, as received. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

A new accounts payable list was distributed reflecting check numbers 3499-3511, totaling $6,803.11 for South Meadow Apartments; check numbers 6277-6318, totaling $27,140.50 for the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program; and check numbers 3858, totaling $132.34 for the CDBG Program. After a review, a motion was made by Commissioner Miller to accept the accounts payable list as presented. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


Old Business:  

Discussion continued regarding the safety and legality of electronic cigarette use. The Executive Director will post this question on the WAHA website to see if any other housing authorities have addressed the concern and if they sought legal advice before making their decision. The subject will be added to next month’s agenda.
New Business:  

The August board meeting date will be changed to Thursday, August 15, 2013 in order to assure a quorum.

The Executive Director informed the board that she had been contacted by Gina Truly, from the Department of Administration, Division of Housing, who oversees the CDBG-RLF program. After receiving numerous complaints that the recent change in interest rates to 0% and the change from installment payments to deferred payments for homeowners, the rehabilitation program has ceased to be a revolving loan program and the programs are suffering as very little, if any money is being returned to administer the program and fund future loans. She is going to submit a proposal to the Bureau Director asking that a select group of grantees from Northern and Southern Wisconsin meet in each region to discuss the problems they are having as a result of these changes and how they have affected their programs. If approved, Toni Coats expects to participate on the Southern Wisconsin panel. 
Having no other matters to discuss, a motion was made by Commissioner Miller to adjourn the meeting. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sperry.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote. The next regular meeting has been changed to Thursday, August 15, 2013, at 6:30 p.m. in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments.
