August 23, 2013

The Board of Commissioners of the Housing Authority of the City of Evansville met on Thursday, August 15, 2013 at 6:30 p.m in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments. Commissioners Skinner, Wilbur, and Schneeberger were present. Commissioners Miller and Sperry were absent. Also present was Toni Coats, Executive Director.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Skinner. CDBG loan #TL-2013-01 – correction in total gutter costs, was added to the agenda. A motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to approve the agenda as amended. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Schneeberger.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A motion was made by Commissioner Schneeberger to approve the minutes of July 11, 2013, as received. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

A new accounts payable list was distributed reflecting check numbers 3512-3520, totaling $9,099.88 for South Meadow Apartments; check numbers 6319-6355, totaling $27,719.19 for the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program; and check number 3861, totaling $108.99 for the CDBG Program. After a review, a motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to accept the accounts payable list as presented. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Schneeberger. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


Old Business:  

The Executive Director provided feedback from seven other agencies regarding electronic cigarette use. Most had not addressed the issue but wished to receive more information once we had made our decision. One agency had banned them. They worked closely with Clear Gains in developing their non-smoking policy. One agency was meeting with Clear Gains this week. Their Director will share with us what she learned from them about electronic cigarette use and potentially banning them. The information received will be shared at next month’s meeting.
New Business: 
The annual fall WAHA conference, hosted by District 3, will be held September 16-19, in Appleton, WI. The Executive Director would like to attend the full Tuesday session, only. A motion was made by Commissioner Schneeberger to approve the costs of travel, lodging, and fees for September 16 & 17. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote. 
CDBG Loan #TL-2013-01 was brought back to the board with a request for a cost adjustment to reflect the correct, full costs for gutters and gutter guards. This would be an additional cost of $1,599.80. Even with this added cost, the total price would still have been the lowest of the three bids previously presented. A motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to approve the additional cost of $1,599.80. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Schneeberger. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


The September board meeting date will be changed to Thursday, September 12, 2013 to accommodate those wishing to attend “Just Desserts” on September 11th. 
Having no other matters to discuss, a motion was made by Commissioner Schneeberger to adjourn the meeting. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote. The next regular meeting has been changed to Thursday, September 12, 2013, at 6:30 p.m. in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments. This is our annual meeting with election of officers.
