September 24, 2013

The Board of Commissioners of the Housing Authority of the City of Evansville met on Thursday, September 12, 2013 at 6:30 p.m in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments. Commissioners Miller, Sperry, and Wilbur were present. Commissioners Skinner and Schneeberger were absent. Also present was Toni Coats, Executive Director.

The meeting was called to order by Vice-Chairman Miller. A motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to approve the agenda as printed. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to approve the minutes of August 15, 2013, as received. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sperry. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

A new accounts payable list was distributed reflecting check numbers 3521-3532, totaling $7,439.18 for South Meadow Apartments; check numbers 6357-6394, totaling $28,400.11 for the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program; and check numbers 3863-3864, totaling $76.71 for the CDBG Program. After a review, a motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to accept the accounts payable list as presented. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sperry. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


ANNUAL MEETING – ELECTION OF OFFICERS


The Vice-Chairman opened the meeting at 6:37 p.m. Commissioner Skinner informed the Director prior to the meeting that he was ready to step down from his role as Chairman. A motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to nominate Paul Miller as Chairman. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. Commissioner Miller accepted the nomination. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A motion was made by Chairman Miller to nominate Sue Wilbur for Vice-Chairman. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sperry. Commissioner Wilbur accepted the nomination. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

Chairman Miller closed the meeting at 6:39 p.m.

Old Business:  

The Director shared input she received from another Director, who had met with a representative from Clear Gains, a company which helps set non-smoking policies, about banning electronic cigarettes.  It was decided that the subject would be tabled for now and revisited once there has been more comprehensive studies on the affects of electronic cigarettes.
New Business: 

The Director received approval from WHEDA to increase the market rents for South Meadow Apartments from $425.00 a month to $428.00 a month, effective December 1, 2013. A motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to approve the rent increase to $428.00, effective December 1, 2013. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sperry. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

All funds have been expended on CDBG Loan #TL-2013-01. A close-out statement has been sent to the homeowner. The file has been reviewed and found to have all required documents properly executed and contained therein.

Having no other matters to discuss, a motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to adjourn the meeting. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sperry.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote. The next regular meeting will be Wednesday, October 9, 2013, at 6:30 p.m. in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments.
