The Board of Commissioners of the Housing Authority of the City of Evansville met on Wednesday, October 9, 2013 at 6:30 p.m in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments. Commissioners Miller, Wilbur, Skinner, and Sperry were present. Commissioner Schneeberger was absent. Also present was Toni Coats, Executive Director.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Miller. A motion was made by Commissioner Skinner to approve the agenda as printed. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sperry.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to approve the minutes of September 12, 2013, as received. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

A new accounts payable list was distributed reflecting check numbers 3534-3544, totaling $6,747.41 for the South Meadow Apartments; check numbers 6396-6436, totaling $28,092.11 for the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program; and check number 3866, totaling $93.42 for the CDBG Program. After a review, a motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to accept the accounts payable list as presented. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sperry. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

Old Business:  

There was no old business to discuss.

New Business: 

Copies of the 2014 Annual PHA Plan and Civil Rights Certification were distributed. The Civil Rights Certification was signed by the Chairman and will be submitted to HUD.

HUD form 52725 – 2012 Schedule of Positions and Compensation was distributed. The schedule will be submitted to HUD.


The annual wage comparability analysis was conducted using the 2012 PHADA (Public Housing Authorities Directors Association) Executive and Deputy Director Compensation Survey data.


The final FY2014 Fair Market Rents (FMRs) for efficiency-4 bedroom units in Rock County were presented, along with the director’s proposal for payment standards. Taking into consideration the current rents being charged, utility costs, and anticipated budget authority, a motion was made by Commissioner Skinner to adopt the proposed 2014 payment standards for Evansville:  Efficiency - $459; One-Bedroom - $584; Two-Bedroom - $748; Three-Bedroom - $923; Four-Bedroom - $968.  The amounts include a monthly utility allowance based upon the number of bedrooms in the unit. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sperry. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

A subordination request for CDBG loan #TO-2009-06 was presented. The request was to refinance to a lower interest rate with applicable closing costs and fees. There was no personal debt added to the loan. A motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to approve the subordination of the loan. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Skinner. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

All funds have been expended on CDBG Loan #TO-2011-03. A close-out statement has been sent to the homeowner. The file has been reviewed and all required documents have been properly executed and contained therein.

Having no other matters to discuss, a motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to adjourn the meeting. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Skinner.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote. The next regular meeting will be Wednesday, November 13, 2013, at 6:30 p.m. in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments.
