November 25, 2013

The Board of Commissioners of the Housing Authority of the City of Evansville met on Wednesday, November 13, 2013 at 6:30 p.m in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments. Commissioners Miller, Wilbur, Sperry, and Schneeberger were present. Commissioner Skinner was absent. Also present was Toni Coats, Executive Director.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Miller. A motion was made by Commissioner Schneeberger to approve the agenda as printed. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to approve the minutes of October 9, 2013, as received. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Schneeberger. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

A new accounts payable list was distributed reflecting check numbers 3545-3557, totaling $11,664.27 for the South Meadow Apartments; check numbers 6437-6476, totaling $27,719.64 for the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program; and check number 3867, totaling $31.14 for the CDBG Program. After a review, a motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to accept the accounts payable list as presented. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sperry. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

Old Business:  

There was no old business to discuss.

New Business: 

The South Meadow Reserve CD has been renewed for 1 year at an interest rate of .54%.

A proposal from Stephenson Tree Care for tree removal and pruning on the South Meadow property was presented. Since this type of work was done two years ago, it was agreed that we would respectfully decline the proposal. 


Toni Coats informed the board that she has accepted a two year term as Vice-Chairman of District 1 of the Wisconsin Association of Housing Authorities.


Audit bids for 2013-2014 from Collins and Associates, Babcock, Langbein and Company, and Tostrud and Temp were presented to the board. Collins and Associates offered the most affordable price and provided references, which were contacted by the Director and found to be very favorable. A motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to accept the 2013-2014 bid proposals from Collins and Associates, in the amount of $2,400.00 for each year; $450.00 less than Babcock, Langbein and Company’s bid and $1,090.00 less than Tostrud and Temp’s bid. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Schneeberger. The Director will ask Collins and Associates if they would be wiling to extend the contract an additional year or more to keep the audit costs affordable and to eliminate the need to solicit bids every other year.

All funds have been expended on CDBG Loan #TO-2011-02. In addition, this loan has changed over to a landlord loan. The owner has entered into an agreement to rent to low income tenants, in at least one of the two units, for a period of 5 years and to keep the rent affordable, based upon annual Payment Standards used by the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program. A close-out statement has been sent to the homeowner. The file has been reviewed and all required documents have been properly executed and contained therein.


Recognition was given to Gil Skinner for his role as Chairman of the Board of Commissioners, which he relinquished in September after 20 years. A card and gift certificate was given to him in appreciation for his sincere dedication and excellent service as Chairman.
Having no other matters to discuss, a motion was made by Commissioner Schneeberger to adjourn the meeting. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote. The next regular meeting will be Wednesday, December 11, 2013, at 6:30 p.m. in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments.
