The Board of Commissioners of the Housing Authority of the City of Evansville met on Wednesday, December 11, 2013 at 6:30 p.m in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments. Commissioners Miller, Wilbur, and Skinner were present. Commissioners Sperry and Schneeberger were absent. Also present was Toni Coats, Executive Director.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Miller. A motion was made by Commissioner Skinner to approve the agenda as printed. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to approve the minutes of November 13, 2013, as received. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Skinner. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

A new accounts payable list was distributed reflecting check numbers 3558-3565, totaling $6,497.35 for the South Meadow Apartments; check numbers 6477-6513, totaling $27,378.62 for the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program; and check number 3868, totaling $54.49 for the CDBG Program. After a review, a motion was made by Commissioner Skinner to accept the accounts payable list as presented. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

Old Business:  

Commissioner Skinner thanked us for the delightful gift he received for serving as Chairman of the Board for 20 years.
New Business: 

Gina Truly of the Department of Administration, Division of Housing, contacted Toni Coats to discuss the current payment and interest plans for the CDBG-RLF rehabilitation loans. She said that new loans for homeowners could be changed back to monthly payments, but should be kept at 0% interest. The landlord loans could be set at an interest rate of 0-3%, with monthly payments. 

A motion was made by Commissioner Skinner to change all new homeowner loans to 0% interest, monthly payment loans, to become effective immediately. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.  
A motion was made by Commissioner Skinner to change all new landlord loans to 3% interest, monthly payment loans, to become effective immediately. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

Sections of Chapters 12, 13, and 16 of the Model Administration Plan were reviewed, discussed and made policy. 

A motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to select Option 2 for Chapter 12-I.-E., Termination of Assistance and Tenancy, Use of Illegal Drugs and Alcohol Abuse. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Skinner. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.  A motion was made by Commissioner Skinner to select Option 1, with the added wording, for Chapter 12-I.-E., Termination of Assistance and Tenancy, Insufficient Funding. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.
A motion was made by Commissioner Skinner to select Option 3 for both sections of Chapter 13-I.A. - Owner Recruitment and Retention. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote. A motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to select Option 2 for Chapter 13-I.D. – Legal Ownership of Unit. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Skinner. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.
A motion was made by Commissioner to select Option 3 for Chapter 16-II-B. – Payment Standards:  Updating Payment Standards. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.
Having no other matters to discuss, a motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to adjourn the meeting. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Skinner.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote. The next regular meeting will be Wednesday, January 8, 2014, at 6:30 p.m. in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments.
