The Board of Commissioners of the Housing Authority of the City of Evansville met on Wednesday, February 12, 2014 at 6:30 p.m in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments. Commissioners Miller, Wilbur, Skinner and Sperry were present. Commissioner Schneeberger was absent. Also present was Toni Coats, Executive Director.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Miller. 2013 HUD-52575 Schedule of Positions and Compensation, WAHA Spring Conference – April 9 & 10th, in Oconomowoc, April board meeting date change, and CLOSED SESSION – Section 8 eligibility issue were added to the agenda under New Business. A motion was made by Commissioner Skinner to approve the agenda as amended. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sperry.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to approve the minutes of January 8, 2014, as received. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sperry. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

A new accounts payable list was distributed reflecting check numbers 3579-3590, totaling $10,894.63 for the South Meadow Apartments; check numbers 6582-6588 and the February subsidy amount, totaling $29,585.97 for the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program; and check numbers 3870-3871, totaling $70.69 for the CDBG Program. After a review, a motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to accept the accounts payable list as presented. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

The proposed 2014 South Meadow Budget was presented and reviewed. A motion was made by Commissioner Skinner to accept the proposed budget as presented. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.
Copies of the new 2013 form, HUD-52575 Schedule of Positions and Compensation, for the Section 8 program were distributed. The form was submitted to HUD - Milwaukee. 

The spring WAHA conference and Executive Director training will be held in Oconomowoc on April 9 & 10, 2014. A motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to approve the costs associated with travel, meals, lodging, and training be paid for Toni Coats to attend the conference. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Skinner. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

Due to the date of the spring conference, the April board meeting date has been changed to Wednesday, April 16, 2014, at 6:30 p.m. in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments.

Chairman Miller and the Board of Commissioners entered into closed session at 6:50 p.m., per Wisconsin Statute 19.85(1)(f). Chairman Miller and the Board of Commissioners left the closed session at 7:05 p.m. A motion was made by Commissioner Skinner that the following criteria be met by the subject in question prior to re-submitting an application for Section 8 rental assistance: 1) Subject may not apply for assistance until July 1, 2014, and 2) Subject must provide proof of successful completion of an accredited drug rehabilitation program by July 1, 2014, or application would be denied until proof was received, and 3) Subject must maintain a clean criminal and drug record prior to submission of application and thereafter. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sperry. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.
Having no other matters to discuss, a motion was made by Commissioner Skinner to adjourn the meeting. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote. The next regular meeting will be Wednesday, March 12, 2014, at 6:30 p.m. in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments.
