The Board of Commissioners of the Housing Authority of the City of Evansville met on Wednesday, March 12, 2014 at 6:30 p.m in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments. Commissioners Miller, Wilbur, Skinner, Sperry, and Schneeberger were present. Also present was Toni Coats, Executive Director.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Miller. A request for an increase in contracted mowing costs was added to the agenda under New Business. A motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to approve the agenda as amended. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Schneeberger.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A motion was made by Commissioner Skinner to approve the minutes of February 12, 2014, as received. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sperry. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

A new accounts payable list was distributed reflecting check numbers 3593-3604, totaling $9,554.57 for the South Meadow Apartments; check numbers 6589-6626, totaling $28,540.60 for the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program; and check numbers 3872-3873, totaling $128.06 for the CDBG Program. After a review, a motion was made by Commissioner Schneeberger to accept the accounts payable list as presented. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

Old Business: None
New Business: 
Resolution Number 79 – An amendment to the Violence Against Women Act (VAWA) policy was presented. The amendment is to expand housing protections to victims of sexual assault and to replace the term “immediate family member” to “affiliated individual”. A motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to pass Resolution Number 79 as presented. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Skinner. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.
Resolution Number 80 – An update to the Violence Against Women Act (VAWA) policy was presented. This is a notice of domestic abuse protections, State Statute 704.14, which must be included in all new leases, as part of the lease or as an addendum to the lease, effective March 1, 2014. All renewed leases on or after March 1, 2014 must also contain this new information. A motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to pass Resolution Number 80 as presented. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Schneeberger. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.
Resolution Number 81, a 2014 proposed Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program budget, was presented, reviewed, and discussed. A motion was made by Commissioner Schneeberger to accept the proposed budget as presented and pass Resolution Number 81. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Skinner. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.
Due to an increase in fuel and insurance costs, a request from the mowing contractor for South Meadow Apartments, asking for a $25.00 per mowing increase, was presented. A motion was made by Commissioner Skinner to approve an increase of $25.00 per mowing. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.
Having no other matters to discuss, a motion was made by Commissioner Schneeberger to adjourn the meeting. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote. The next regular meeting date has been changed to Wednesday, April 16, 2014, at 6:30 p.m. in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments.
