The Board of Commissioners of the Housing Authority of the City of Evansville met on Wednesday, May 14, 2014 at 6:30 p.m in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments. Commissioners Miller, Schneeberger, and Alt were present. Commissioners Wilbur and Sperry were absent. Also present was Toni Coats, Executive Director.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Miller. A motion was made by Commissioner Schneeberger to approve the agenda as printed. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Alt.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A motion was made by Commissioner Schneeberger to approve the minutes of April 16, 2014, as received. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Alt. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

A new accounts payable list was distributed reflecting check numbers 3618-3629, totaling $7,979.05 for the South Meadow Apartments; check numbers 6666-6703, totaling $29,079.62 for the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program; and check number 3878, totaling $251.00 for the CDBG Program. After a review, a motion was made by Commissioner Schneeberger to accept the accounts payable list as presented. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Alt. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

We welcomed Bill Alt to the board, whose term will run for five years.
Resolution #82 was presented to the board in recognition of Gilbert Skinner’s 30 years of service as a Housing Authority Commissioner. A motion was made by Commissioner Alt to pass Resolution #82. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Schneeberger. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

Section 8 CD, #4413, totaling $1,005.56, was closed out and deposited into the Section 8 Money Market account on May 13, 2014.

CDBG loans TO-2005-04, TO-2006-03, TO-2009-01, and TO-2111-03 were presented to the board for approval to write off their bad debt. Each home has been foreclosed on and sold for less than their first mortgage balance; therefore, none of the CDBG-RLF rehabilitation money was recouped. A motion was made by Commissioner Alt to write off the bad debt, totaling $35,210.95. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Schneeberger. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.
Having no other matters to discuss, a motion was made by Commissioner Schneeberger to adjourn the meeting. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Alt.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote.
