May 16, 2014

The Board of Commissioners of the Housing Authority of the City of Evansville met on Wednesday, July 9, 2014 at 6:30 p.m in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments. Commissioners Miller, Wilbur, and Sperry were present. Commissioners Schneeberger and Alt were absent. Also present was Toni Coats, Executive Director.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Miller. Resolution #83 – Implementation of Appropriations Act changes to Section 8, was added to the agenda. A motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to approve the agenda as amended. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to approve the minutes of June 11, 2014, as received. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

A new accounts payable list was distributed reflecting check numbers 3641-3651 totaling $10,428.74 for South Meadow Apartments; check numbers 6741-6778, totaling $26,826.72 for the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program; and check numbers 3881-3883 totaling $256.94 for the CDBG Program. After a review, a motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to accept the accounts payable list as presented. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sperry. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

Old Business: 

Establishing house rules for extended absences was discussed. Using the suggestions given, the Director will write up house rules for non-medical and medical-related extended absences and present them to the Board for review next month.

New Business: 
The HUD-REAC inspection report was presented and discussed. 
The 2014 WAHA annual fall conference will be held September 15-18 at Chula Vista Resort in Wisconsin Dells. District 1, which includes the Evansville Housing Authority, is hosting the conference. A motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to approve the expenses of travel, lodging and training for the Executive Director and expenses for any Commissioner who desires to attend on Commissioner Day, Wednesday, September 17th. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

The June financial reports for South Meadow Apartments, Section 8, and CDBG-RLF were reviewed and discussed. 

Resolution #83 – Implementation of Appropriations Act changes to Section 8, was presented. Administrative cost saving measures to the Section 8 program has been implemented by HUD, effective July 1, 2014. These include Biennial Inspections of previously inspected units, at the PHAs discretion; permanently amending the definition of Extremely Low-Income, by increasing the income limit. The increase in the limit will move some of the Very Low Income families on the waiting list into the Extremely Low Income waiting list. The savings are achieved because the additional working families served would have somewhat higher incomes, and therefore require lower rental subsidies. This may enable PHAs to increase leasing this year and renewal costs the following year; and limiting the Utility Allowance payment to the unit size for which the voucher is issued, irrespective of the actual size of the unit rented by the family.  It is expected HUD will soon provide further clarification on some these changes as questions have already arisen. A motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to adopt all three changes effective July 1, 2014.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.
Having no other matters to discuss, a motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to adjourn the meeting. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote. The next regular meeting date will be Wednesday, August 13, 2014, at 6:30 p.m. in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments.
