The Board of Commissioners of the Housing Authority of the City of Evansville met on Thursday, September 11, 2014 at 6:30 p.m in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments. Commissioners Wilbur, Sperry, and Alt were present. Commissioners Miller and Schneeberger were absent. Also present was Toni Coats, Executive Director.

The meeting was called to order by Vice-Chairman Wilbur. A motion was made by Commissioner Alt to approve the agenda as printed. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sperry.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to approve the minutes of August 13, 2014, as received. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Alt. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

A new accounts payable list was distributed reflecting check numbers 3669-3678 totaling $7,447.97 for South Meadow Apartments; check numbers 6822-6869, totaling $27,739.57 for the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program; and check numbers 3888-3889 totaling $171.63 for the CDBG Program. After a review, a motion was made by Commissioner Alt to accept the accounts payable list as presented. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sperry. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

ANNUAL MEETING – ELECTION OF OFFICERS


Vice-Chairman Wilbur opened the meeting at 6:36 p.m. A motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to keep the same slate of officers for next year – Paul Miller, Chairman and Sue Wilbur, Vice-Chairman. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Alt. The motion was carried by unanimous vote. Vice-Chairman Wilbur closed the meeting at 6:38 p.m.

Old Business: 

The October board meeting date was changed to Wednesday, October 15, 2014.
New Business: 
WHEDA approved a $2.00 per unit market rent increase for South Meadow Apartments, effective December 1, 2014. The market rate for a 1 bedroom apartment will increase from $428.00 to $430.00, utilities included. A motion was made by Commissioner Alt to approve the market rent increase to $430.00. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sperry. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.
Copies of the Section 8 5-Year Annual Plan were distributed. The plan will go before the board for approval at the Public Hearing being held Wednesday, September 24th @ 6:30 p.m.

HUD informed agencies administering the Housing Choice Voucher Program that they had identified additional carryover funds that will be used to increase the ongoing Admin Fee proration. It is estimated the Admin Fee proration will increase from 75% to approximately 79%; retroactive to July 1, 2014.
Having no other matters to discuss, a motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to adjourn the meeting. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Alt.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote. The next regular meeting date will be Wednesday, October 15, 2014, at 6:30 p.m. in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments.
