The Board of Commissioners of the Housing Authority of the City of Evansville met on Wednesday, October 15, 2014 at 6:30 p.m in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments. Commissioners Miller, Wilbur, Sperry, and Alt were present. Also present was Toni Coats, Executive Director.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Miller. Resolution #85 and Calhoun Diversified Contracting were added to the agenda. A motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to approve the agenda as amended. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Alt.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to approve the minutes of September 11, 2014, as received. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Alt. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

A new accounts payable list was distributed reflecting check numbers 3681-3697 totaling $9,761.81 for South Meadow Apartments; check numbers 6871-6916, totaling $28,528.49 for the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program; and check number 3890, totaling $80.97 for the CDBG Program. After a review, a motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to accept the accounts payable list as presented. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

Old Business: None
New Business: 
The final FY2015 Fair Market Rents (FMRs) for efficiency through 4 bedroom units in Rock County were presented, along with the Director’s proposed payment standards. Taking into consideration the current market rents in Evansville, utility costs, and anticipated budget authority, a motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to adopt the proposed 2015 payment standards for Evansville, as presented:  Efficiency - $459; One-Bedroom - $595; Two-Bedroom - $755; Three-Bedroom - $923; Four-Bedroom - $968. The amounts include a monthly utility allowance based upon the number of bedrooms in the unit. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Alt. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.
The Evansville Housing Authority received a Low Loss Achievement Award from the Housing Authority Insurance Group. The award was based upon three years of premium and loss data.

CDBG Loan #TO-2014-01 was presented. This is a 0% interest, homeowner loan with monthly installment payments. The rehabilitation work needed and bids presented were discussed. A motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to approve CDBG Loan #TO-2014-01 for $28,863.51. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote. There was no conflict of interest.
Resolution #85 was presented to thank Sylvia Schneeberger for her service as a Commissioner from May 1, 2010 through September 30, 2014. The commendation was signed by the current board members and Executive Director.
A snow removal bid from Calhoun Diversified Contracting, for the 2014-15 season, was presented. The contract will be accepted.
Having no other matters to discuss, a motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to adjourn the meeting. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Alt.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote. The next regular meeting date will be Wednesday, November 12, 2014, at 6:30 p.m. in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments.
