January 27, 2015

The Board of Commissioners of the Housing Authority of the City of Evansville met on Wednesday, January 14, 2015 at 6:30 p.m. in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments. Commissioners Miller, Wilbur, Alt, and Butts were present. Commissioner Sperry was absent. Also present was Toni Coats, Executive Director.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Miller. Public Hearing notice for proposed equine structure and Request to place a storage shed behind building was added to the agenda under New Business. A motion was made by Commissioner Butts to approve the agenda as amended. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Alt.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A motion was made by Commissioner Alt to approve the minutes of December 10, 2014, as received. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Butts. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

A new accounts payable list was distributed reflecting check numbers 3734-3743, totaling $11,234.07 for the South Meadow Apartments; check numbers 7009-7053, totaling $28,005.44 for the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program; and check number 3896, totaling $178.13 for the CDBG Program. After a review, a motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to accept the accounts payable list as presented. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Butts. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

Old Business:  None
New Business: 
HAIG is offering free life insurance to full-time employees, Executive Directors, and Commissioners during their open enrollment period January 1 – January 31, 2015. 
The Knox-Box rapid entry system was presented and discussed. There were a few questions about the way the system will work that the Director will get answers to and bring back to the board next month.
The Director shared the public notice the Housing Authority received on the proposed equine structure on Old Highway 92. There were no issues with the request.

A person moving to South Meadow apartments next month asked if he could place his large storage shed on the north side of his unit. There was a brief discussion before a motion was made by Commissioner Butts to not allow storage sheds on the property. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

The proposed 2015 South Meadow Budget was presented, reviewed, and discussed. A motion was made by Commissioner Wilbur to accept the proposed budget, as presented. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Alt. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

Copies of the HUD approval letter for the Section 8 Five Year Public Housing Authority plan were given to the board. Copies of the plan were sent to all Resident Advisory Board members.

Correspondence from HUD Milwaukee and Washington D.C. was distributed, notifying Housing Authorities that administer the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program of the 2015 funding. Housing Assistance is expected to be funded at 100% of the actual eligible housing assistance payment expenses incurred in 2014, with no offset reduction. The administrative fees are anticipated to be between 73-74%, but are not yet finalized. Housing Authorities should receive their final rates sometime in March.

Resolution Number 86 – proposed 2015 Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program budget, was presented, reviewed, and discussed. A motion was made by Commissioner Butts to approve the proposed budget, as presented, as pass the resolution. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.
The Director shared three new notices from the Wisconsin Department of Administration regarding changes to the Community Development Block Grant program. Changes have been made to Project Feasibility, effective November 1, 2014, and Judgments, Liens, and Property Taxes, and Emergency Situations, both effective October 1, 2014.

The Director and board discussed and agreed to eliminate advertising in the Chamber of Commerce guide and Home Pages due to the expense on our non-profit organization and the fact that contact with the Housing Authority, by and large, comes from referrals. 

Employee Reviews

The Executive Director presented an annual employee review for the part-time maintenance man, James Remer, with a proposed 3% wage increase of $.46 per hour, retroactive to January 1, 2015. After a discussion, a motion was made by Commissioner Alt to approve the wage increase, as presented. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

The Executive Director presented her annual report to the board. After reading and discussing the report, a motion was made by Commissioner Butts to approve a 4% wage increase of $1.40 per hour for Toni Coats, retroactive to January 1, 2015. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Alt. The motion was carried by unanimous vote. 
Having no other matters to discuss, a motion was made by Commissioner Butts to adjourn the meeting. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote. The next regular meeting will be Wednesday, February 11, 2015, at 6:30 p.m. in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments.
