March 12, 2015

The Board of Commissioners of the Housing Authority of the City of Evansville met on Wednesday, March 11, 2015 at 6:30 p.m. in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments. Commissioners Miller, Alt, and Butts were present. Commissioners Sperry and Wilbur were absent. Also present was Toni Coats, Executive Director.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Miller. A motion was made by Commissioner Butts to approve the agenda as printed. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Alt.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A motion was made by Commissioner Alt to approve the minutes of February 11, 2015, as received. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Butts. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

A new accounts payable list was distributed reflecting check numbers 3758-3770, totaling $9,501.96 for the South Meadow Apartments; check numbers 7105-7148, totaling $28,797.29 for the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program; and check number 3901, totaling $168.40 for the CDBG Program. After a review, a motion was made by Commissioner Butts to accept the accounts payable list as presented. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Alt. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

Old Business:  

Further discussion was had on the Knox-Box Rapid Entry System for the Evansville Fire Department. It was agreed that it would be a good idea to purchase one for the South Meadow Apartments/Evansville Housing Authority.

New Business:
The Housing Authority renewed their waste and recycling contract with Rock Disposal, which included two free months of service.
Stephenson Tree Care submitted their annual contract to treat the trees on the South Meadow Property, in the spring and fall, which was accepted.

The Executive Director explained the new method Housing Authorities must use to request additional Housing Assistance Payments (HAP) funding belonging to their agency, called HUD-held Reserves, when the contracted, monthly budgeted HAP payment will not cover the monthly rental subsidies to the landlords. There has been a problem receiving the additional funding in the time-frame they have promised. To ensure new housing contracts are honored, and to prevent landlord checks from being held until the requested funding is received, the Executive Director proposed that any funding shortfall, on any given month, be borrowed from South Meadow Apartments and repaid immediately upon the deposit of the HUD- held Reserves, which should be within the same month. This action would be taken as a last resort and would not involve a large sum of money. A motion was made by Commissioner Butts to approve the use of South Meadow funds in the event of an emergency funding shortfall. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Alt. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.
Having no other matters to discuss, a motion was made by Commissioner Butts to adjourn the meeting. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Alt.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote. The next regular meeting will be Wednesday, April 8, 2015, at 6:30 p.m. in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments.
