The Board of Commissioners of the Housing Authority of the City of Evansville met on Wednesday, April 8, 2015 at 6:30 p.m. in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments. Commissioners Miller, Wilbur, Sperry, Alt, and Butts were present. Also present was Toni Coats, Executive Director.

Jeff Calhoun, of Calhoun Diversified Contracting, the snow removal contractor for South Meadow Apartments, made an appearance to introduce himself, explain his business and plans for streamlining his business next year, and to answer any questions the board might have. 


The meeting was called to order by Chairman Miller. NatureScape Lawn & Landscape Care was added to the agenda. A motion was made by Commissioner Butts to approve the agenda as amended. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to approve the minutes of March 11, 2015, as received. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

A new accounts payable list was distributed reflecting check numbers 3771-3778, totaling $8,050.11 for the South Meadow Apartments; check numbers 7149-7191, totaling $27,488.14 for the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program; and check number 3903, totaling $303.12 for the CDBG Program. After a review, a motion was made by Commissioner Butts to accept the accounts payable list as presented. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sperry. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

New Business:

Section 8 Model Administrative Plan – Repayment Policy – Owner Debts to the Housing Authority, was discussed. A motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to adopt Option #2, which states, “If the owner is not entitled to future HAP payments and refuses to repay the debt within the required time frame, the PHA will ban the owner from future participation in the program and pursue other modes of collection.”  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Wilbur. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.
The Director accepted a bid from NatureScape Lawn & Landscape Care for South Meadow Apartments. The contract includes 5 visits per year.

The first quarter financial reports for South Meadow Apartments, Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program, and Community Development Block Grant-Revolving Loan Fund program were presented and discussed.

Having no other matters to discuss, a motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to adjourn the meeting. The motion was carried by unanimous vote. The next regular meeting will be Wednesday, May 13, 2015, at 6:30 p.m. in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments.
