June 15, 2015

The Board of Commissioners of the Housing Authority of the City of Evansville met on Wednesday, June 10, 2015 at 6:30 p.m. in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments. Commissioners Miller, Alt, and Butts were present. Commissioners Wilbur and Sperry were absent. Also present was Toni Coats, Executive Director.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Miller. A motion was made by Commissioner Butts to approve the agenda as printed. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Alt.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A motion was made by Commissioner Alt to approve the minutes of May 13, 2015, as received. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Butts. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

A new accounts payable list was distributed reflecting check numbers 3791-3798, totaling $6,709.06 for the South Meadow Apartments; check numbers 7240-7287, totaling $29,575.85 for the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program; and check number 3906, totaling $210.50 for the CDBG Program. After a review, a motion was made by Commissioner Butts to accept the accounts payable list as presented. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Alt. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

Old Business: 

The Evansville Fire Chief provided the Housing Authority with a 2015 Knox Box order form. The Board has some questions about the system that the Director will address with the Fire Chief and share his responses with them at next month’s board meeting.

The Director distributed a flyer from NatureScape, describing the 5 application program we have enrolled in. 

New Business:

The Director contacted City Hall to see if there were any records on file that would tell if the South Meadow Apartment complex was built on the old dump site. According to their engineer, that type of information is rarely recorded. He said a long-term resident might be able to provide that information.

The Board reviewed and discussed bids from Badger Basements and Dry Otter Basement Waterproofing and Concrete Raising. The board would like to see some references and also had questions they would like answers to before making a decision. The Director will provide this information at next month’s board meeting.

The Director distributed a letter from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD), Washington, D.C., providing information on a year-long Housing Choice Voucher Program Administrative Fee Study and how the new, proposed formula would have impacted our agency. During the study period of July 2013 – June 2014, our agency received $35,755 in administrative fees. The fees under the proposed formula would be $72,308, a 102% increase. For calendar year 2014, our agency received $36,414 in administrative fees. The fees under the proposed formula would be $70,546, a 94% increase. The study data will help facilitate further analysis, discussion, and comment regarding the proposed formula and how HUD may need to modify or refine the proposed formula when developing a new fee formula.
Having no other matters to discuss, a motion was made by Commissioner Butts to adjourn the meeting. The motion was carried by unanimous vote. The next regular meeting will be held Thursday, July 9, 2015, at 6:30 p.m. in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments.
