August 25, 2015

The Board of Commissioners of the Housing Authority of the City of Evansville met on Wednesday, August 12, 2015 at 6:30 p.m. in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments. Commissioners Miller, Sperry, Alt, and Butts were present. Commissioner Wilbur joined the meeting in process. Also present was Toni Coats, Executive Director.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Miller. Satisfaction of CDBG loan #TL-2011-07 and 2014 Annual Audit Report were added to the agenda. A motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to approve the agenda as amended. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Butts.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote.


A motion was made by Commissioner Alt to approve the minutes of July 9, 2015, as received. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Butts. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

A new accounts payable list was distributed reflecting check numbers 3808-3815, totaling $8,000.11 for the South Meadow Apartments; check numbers 7334-7382, totaling $30,606.15 for the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program; and check number 3911, totaling $235.76 for the CDBG Program. After a review, a motion was made by Commissioner   Butts to accept the accounts payable list as presented. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sperry. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.

Old Business: 

The Director answered questions the board had regarding the Knox Box Rapid Entry System and how it worked with the Evansville Fire Department. The Director will be purchasing a Knox Box System for the Evansville Housing Authority/South Meadow Apartments.


The two basement repairs bids were reviewed and discussed again. Yesterday, Commissioner Alt met with Nick LaBansky, Co-Owner of Dry Otter Basement Waterproofing & Concrete Raising, to go over his plan of action and to have some additional questions answered, which Commissioner Alt shared with the board. A motion was made by Commissioner Alt to approve the bid from Dry Otter Basement Waterproofing & Concrete Raising, in the amount of $4,235.00. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Butts. The motion was carried by unanimous vote.
New Business:

WHEDA approved a $6.00 contract rent increase for South Meadow Apartments, effective December 1, 2015. A motion was made by Commissioner Sperry to accept the $6.00 rent increase. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Alt. The new contract rent will be $436.00 per month.

The Director informed the Board that she had encountered her first rent fraud case at South Meadow Apartments. She has set up a repayment plan with the tenant and provided a copy of the agreement to WHEDA. Late or missed payments by the tenant may result in the termination of assistance or tenancy.


The Director informed the Board that apartment #18 has been rented for September 15, 2015. Apartment #8 will be vacant effective September 1, 2015.

 CDBG loan #TL-2011-07 has been satisfied.


A draft of the 2014 Annual Audit Report was distributed to board members, to review over the next 30 days. Any questions are to be raised and addressed prior to the September meeting, when the report will be on the agenda for approval.
Having no other matters to discuss, a motion was made by Commissioner Butts to adjourn the meeting. The motion was carried by unanimous vote. The ANNUAL MEETING, with election of officers, will be held Wednesday, September 9, 2015, at 6:30 p.m. in the community room of the South Meadow Apartments.
