Public Notice

The City of Evansville, in accordance with National Flood Insurance Program regulation 65.7(b)(1), hereby gives notice of the City’s intent to revise the FEMA Flood Insurance Rate Map to create a floodway along an unnamed tributary to Allen Creek, generally located westerly of Sixth and Seventh Streets between Porter Road and Croft Road.  No floodway is currently mapped.  Specifically, the floodway shall be created from a point immediately upstream of Porter Road to a point immediately downstream of Croft Road.  As a result of the floodway revision, the floodway shall be mapped with a maximum width of 738 feet at a point approximately 400 feet north of Croft Road and a minimum width of 44 feet in the immediate vicinity of the Porter Road culvert. 

The City of Evansville will hold a public informational meeting on Tuesday, October 25, 2011 at 6:00 pm at the Public Works Garage, 535 South Madison Street.  A proposed Letter of Map Revision (LOMR) has been submitted to FEMA for approval and was submitted to correct the published map to reflect current conditions.  Information concerning this revision will be presented and explained at the meeting.  All interested land owners are encouraged to attend this informational meeting.
