WHEREAS, smoke alarms reduce the risk of fire fatalities by half; and
WHEREAS, the City of Evansville is committed to ensuring the safety and security of our citizens; and

WHEREAS, Evansville is proud of the dedicated efforts of our firefighters to protect our citizens from the often disastrous effects of fire;
NOW, THEREFORE, I, Mayor Sandra Decker, do hereby proclaim October 3 through October 9, 2010, as

in the City of Evansville.  I ask our citizens to undertake fire safety activities, including making sure smoke alarms are in working order with freshly-installed batteries, and to recognize and appreciate the commitment of Evansville Fire District personnel.
