RESOLUTION #2010-02

FINAL RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING PUBLIC IMPROVEMENT 
OF LIFT STATION #6 AND LEVYING SPECIAL ASSESSMENTS 
AGAINST BENEFITTED PROPERTIES IN EVANSVILLE, WISCONSIN

WHEREAS, the Evansville Common Council has previously complied with all of the prerequisites, under Section 66.0703 of the Wisconsin Statutes, to levying of special assessments against benefiting properties within the Lift Station #6 service area;

WHEREAS, the installation of Lift Station #6 was approved by the Evansville Common Council’s approval and adoption of a June 18, 1996, engineering report, amended by subsequent reports in October 2002 and January 2004;

WHEREAS, the costs of Lift Station #6 were levied as special assessments against benefiting properties within the Lift Station #6 service area by actions of the Evansville Common Council in Resolutions 1996-10, 1998-7, 2002-21, 2003-4, 2003-37, and 2004-1;

WHEREAS, the Westfield Meadows subdivision encompasses property within the Lift Station #6 service area and is subject to a special assessment of $144,376.72;

WHEREAS, the “Amended Final Land Divider’s Agreement” for Westfield Meadows, dated April 21, 2006, as amended on January 12, 2010, provides that one-half of the assessment, or $72,188.36, shall be divided equally and then so assessed against Lots 1, 2, 6, 7, 13, 15, 60, 61, 62, 63, 64, 68, 69, 70, 125, 126, and 127;

BE IT RESOLVED, the Common Council of the City of Evansville, Wisconsin, determines as follows:

1. The installation of Lift Station #6 was approved by The Evansville Common Council’s approval and adoption of a June 18, 1996, engineering and assessment report, amended by subsequent reports in October 2002 and January 2004.  Said reports and the inclusion of Lots 1, 2, 6, 7, 13, 15, 60, 61, 62, 63, 64, 68, 69, 70, 125, 126, and 127, Westfield Meadow, are hereby confirmed.
2. Payment for the improvements shall be made by assessing the costs as indicated in the reports.
3. Assessments shown in the reports represent an exercise of the police power and have been determined on a reasonable basis and are hereby confirmed.
4. Assessments shall be deferred until sale of each lot with interest accruing at the rate of 5.625% per annum on the unpaid balance from January 1, 2010.
5. The City Clerk shall publish this resolution as a class 1 notice under Wisconsin Statutes, Chapter 985, in the assessment district and mail a copy of this resolution and a statement of the final assessment against benefitted property together with notice of installment payment privileges to every property owner whose name appears on the assessment roll whose post office address is known or can with reasonable diligence be ascertained.
6. All other assessments levied under Resolution 2004-1 shall remain due according to the terms therein and shall not be reduced or altered by this Resolution 2010-02.
