
RESOLUTION #2011-06
A Resolution Approving Amendments to the 2011 Capital Budget 

for Police Station and Police/EMS Garage
WHEREAS, the Police/EMS remodeling project was established in the 2009 Capital Budget and subsequently amended by Resolutions 2009-10, 2009-16, and 2010-07;
WHEREAS, the Finance Committee said it did not want to consider any more piecemeal budget amendments for the Police/EMS remodeling project;

WHEREAS, the 2009 financial statements have since been closed out;

WHEREAS, the Police/EMS remodeling project had several unanticipated expenses which were necessary for the City Administrator to approve during construction including ($65) for phone system, $870 for signage, $2611 for computer server installation, $2000 for repair of water damage, and $300 for a retaining wall;

WHEREAS, EMS presented a proposal for $12,500 to expand its portion of the garage and add needed restroom and storage;
AND, WHEREAS, in May 2011 the Finance Committee recommended to Common Council approval of budget amendments still outstanding for the Police/EMS remodeling project, budget amendment to expand the EMS portion of the garage, and to consider the project completed.

NOW THEREFORE, be it hereby resolved by the Common Council of the City of Evansville to amend the 2011 Capital Budget as follows:

Revenues:

1. Increase account 20-49999-99, EMS Fund Balance Applied, $12,500 from $0 to $12,500.

2. Increase account 40-49999-99, Capital Fund Balance Applied, $5,716 from $9,849 to $15,565.

Expenses:

3. Increase account 40-5220-821, Police Building Improvements by $18,216 from  $289,274 to $307,490 for remodeling project.
