RESOLUTION 2011-15
Creation of Tourism Subcommittee to the Evansville Economic Development Committee

WHEREAS, tourism is a major industry in the State of Wisconsin; and

WHEREAS, tourism in Rock County generates more than $200 million annually; and

WHEREAS, the Evansville Smart Growth Comprehensive Plan identifies tourism as a local economic opportunity; and
WHEREAS, the City of Evansville has a continuing commitment to supporting local and regional economic development; and

WHEREAS, with the opening of a local hotel establishment, the City of Evansville enacted Ordinance 2008-06, creating a lodging tax to be used for the purpose of promoting tourism and overnight visits to the community; and
WHEREAS, the City of Evansville recognizes and supports the many local organizations promoting our community with activities, events, and projects meant to bring new people into the City;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that a Tourism Subcommittee to the Evansville Economic Development Committee be created.  The Subcommittee shall act in an advisory capacity, with decision authority residing in the Evansville Economic Development Committee. 

The Subcommittee shall discuss and recommend a tourism marketing plan that best leverages use of lodging tax and other available tourism funds to promote City of Evansville tourism activities undertaken by various local organizations.  It shall identify emerging marketing opportunities to enhance Evansville tourism.  At the direction of the Economic Development Committee, it may implement Committee-approved marketing endeavors.

There shall be five members of the Tourism Subcommittee, who shall be appointed by the Mayor, subject to approval of the Common Council.  One member shall be a member of the Economic Development committee and shall serve as chair of the Tourism Subcommittee.  Composition of the Tourism Subcommittee will reflect the many organizations that encourage Evansville visitors and tourism.  The Chair of the Economic Development Committee and the Mayor shall be ex officio Subcommittee members.  
Member terms shall be for three years, ending on the third Tuesday in April.  Initial Subcommittee terms shall be staggered with two members having a term ending the third Tuesday in April 2014, two members having a term ending the third Tuesday in April 2013, and one member having a term ending the third Tuesday in April 2012.  Appointments shall be made to fill unexpired terms.
