RESOLUTION #2011-18

A Resolution Approving Amendments to the 2011 Capital Budget 

WHEREAS, the City’s Capital Improvement Plan had scheduled new police and EMS radios to comply with federal narrow-banding requirements in 2011, 2012, and 2013;

WHEREAS, due to a grant, practical efficiencies, and the City’s present fiscal position, it would be advantageous to purchase all the narrow-band radios during 2011;

WHEREAS, the City has accumulated Commitment to Community (CTC) funds and should use them for eligible energy-efficiency projects prior to applying for an electric rate case;

WHEREAS, the Energy Independence Team has recommended several energy-efficiency projects to reduce energy costs for the City;

WHEREAS, the City intends to apply for an electric rate case in early 2012;

WHEREAS, the City has undertaken incremental improvements to the creek walls in Leonard-Leota Park;

WHEREAS, the Park Board has recommended increasing the funding for creek wall repair to accelerate the project;

WHEREAS, the City expects to utilize Commitment to Community (CTC) funds for the Public Works woodburner furnace, freeing up previously levied funds;

AND, WHEREAS, the Finance & Labor Relations Committee has recommended Common Council approval of budget amendments.

NOW THEREFORE, be it hereby resolved by the Common Council of the City of Evansville to amend the 2011 Budget as follows:

Revenues:

1. Utilize account 1-00-253-031, Electric Balance Sheet Public Benefits Revenues, for $85,800.

2. Increase account 20-49999-99, EMS Fund Balance Applied, by $40,000 from $12,500 to $52,500.

3. Increase account 40-49999-99, Capital Fund Balance Applied, by $7,339 from $30,322 to $37,661.

Expenses:

4. Increase account 1-00-253-021, CTC Eligible Projects Energy Conservation, by $85,800 from $0 to $85,800.

5. Increase account 40-5220-840, Police Equipment Purchase, by $7,339 from $12,760 to $20,099 for narrowband radios.

6. Increase account 40-5222-840, EMS Equipment Purchase, by $40,000 from $0 to $40,000 for narrowband radios.

7. For account 40-5330-840, DPW Equipment Purchase, designate $10,000 funding source as CTC Funds for DPW Woodburner.

8. Increase account 40-5572-803, Park Improvements, by $10,000 from $31,657 to $41,657 for additional creek wall repair, designating Levy as funding source.
