MINUTES

1. Call to Order.  Hamman called the meeting to order at 6:00 PM.
2. Roll Call.  Present: Bill Hamman John Decker John Gishnock, Michael Pierick, and Tony Wyse.  Absent: Lori Allen, Roger Berg, and Mason Braunschweig.  Also present: City Planner John Stockham, City Administrator Dan Wietecha.
3. Approval of Agenda.  Decker made a motion, seconded by Gishnock, to approve the agenda.  Motion approved unanimously.
4. Minutes of January 20, 2010.  Gishnock made a motion, seconded by Decker, to waive the reading of and to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion approved unanimously.
5. Code Amendments.  Stockham reviewed the ordinance changes to be discussed.  He emphasized that the focus of recommended amendments is to facilitate administration, make the ordinance more “user friendly” and understandable to applicants, and make code requirements consistent with current practices, while maintaining adequate public protections.
a. Landscaping Regulations.  The committee discussed proposed changes to the Secdtion 130-261 through 130-275 landscaping regulations to include a waiver provision allowing the Plan Commission to grant exceptions to the point requirements where the existing and/or proposed landscaping meets the intent of the code.  The committee discussed the current point requirements and requested staff to provide some case studies illustrating how a range of existing developments in Evansville would have met the point requirements had they been in effect at the time these developments were permitted.  Hamman made a motion, seconded by Gishnock, to recommend approval of the exception amendment to the landscape regulations, as recommended by staff.  Motion approved unanimously.

b. Historic Preservation Ordinance.  Stockham presented potential changes to Chapter 62 Historic Preservation Ordinance to add language establishing criteria for reviews, extending the review period from 15 to 45 days, and including site plan reviews as one of the permits requiring Historic Preservation Commission reviews.   Hamman made a motion, seconded by Pierick, to recommend approval of amendments recommended by staff, except to modify the review period to read “….. shall be referred to the Historic Preservation Commission, which shall have 15 days from the next regularly scheduled meeting to review such request.”  Motion approved unanimously.
c. Miscellaneous Minor Revisions.  Stockham presented staff recommendations for a number of miscellaneous minor amendments throughout the zoning ordinance to correct references to landscaping and parking sections.  These amendments do not involve any change of substance and are needed to only to clarify cross-references within the code. No action required.
6. Future Meetings.  The next meeting will be scheduled at the time that requested research is completed or additional amendments are prepared by staff and ready for review.  Draft materials for the next meeting will be mailed to members two weeks before the next scheduled meeting.
7. Adjournment.  Wyse made a motion, seconded by Pierick, to adjourn the meeting.  Motion approved unanimously at 7:20 pm.
