MINUTES

1. Call to Order.  The meeting was to order at 6:00 pm.
2. Roll Call.  Present: John Gishnock, Tony Wyse, Roger Berg, and Lori Allen; Absent: Michael Pierick, John Decker, Bill Hammann, and Mason Braunschweig.  Also present: City Planner John Stockham.
3. Agenda.  Berg made a motion, seconded by Wyse, to approve the agenda.  Motion carried unanimously.
4. Minutes of September 30, 2010.  Wyse made a motion, seconded by Allen, to waive the reading of and to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion approved unanimously.
5. Code Amendments.  

a. Landscaping Regulations.  Stockham reviewed staff recommended amendments to the landscaping regulations, which are included in Sec 130-261 through 130-265 of the Zoning Ordinance.  The landscaping regulations adopted in May, 2010 require some fine tuning with respect to landscaping point allocations, exceptions, and quality of plant material.  Berg made a motion, seconded by Wyse, to recommend adoption of the changes to the landscaping regulations, as recommended by staff. Motion carried unanimously.
6. Future Meeting.  The committee discussed future meetings and the role of the ULDCC.  The committee approved the following two motions, which they requested be forwarded to the Plan Commission and Council.
Motion #1.  The ULDCC has been pleased with the committee’s objectives and process over the past two years.  Meeting on an “as needed” basis that has averaged approximately one meeting every three months has allowed staff and the ULDCC to continue to streamline development-related regulations and make the regulatory process more effective and user-friendly, without getting bogged down in a total rewrite of the code.  Allen made a motion, seconded by Berg, to recommend approval of the motion stated above. Motion carried unanimously.
Motion #2.  The ULDCC wishes to thank John Stockham for his dedication, commitment, and professionalism over the past two years that he has served as staff to the ULDCC. Wyse made a motion, seconded by Allen, to recommend approval of the motion stated above. Motion carried unanimously.

7. Adjournment.  Berg made a motion, seconded by Wyse, to adjourn the meeting.  Motion carried unanimously at 6:35 pm.
