MINUTES

1. Call to order.  The meeting was called to order at 6:02 p.m. by Bill Hammann, interim chairperson.  
2. Attendance.

3. Selection of committee chair. Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Wyse to appoint Hammann as permanent chair of the committee. Schwecke will serve as recording secretary and will prepare meeting minutes and agendas for Hammann’s approval.
4. Approval of agenda.  Hammann suggested that the committee also review the reasons why the committee was formed and its objectives. Hammann made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig to approve the agenda as amended.  Motion approved unanimously.
5. Approval of minutes. This is the first meeting of the committee.
6. Background and purpose of ULDC committee. Hammann described the reasons for establishing the committee and stated that he believes the overall intent of the project, among other things, is to improve the property value in the city and that it is critical that the development community is involved in the preparation of the unified code. Schwecke indicated that the city’s existing code does not fit the needs of the city as evidenced by the numerous amendments that have been made over the last four or five years. Also the comprehensive plan adopted in 2005 identifies numerous revisions and additions to the zoning code that should be made. It was noted the city’s existing municipal code is now up to date and posted on the city’s website. Wietecha is to send Hammann and Pierick a CD with the code.
7. Review initial draft of code. 
a. Schwecke handed out a three-ring binder to each member and described how the code is organized. The binder contains first drafts of article 1, 2, and 4, a future land use map from the comprehensive plan, and selected pages from the comprehensive plan that list relevant policies and implementation activities.
b. The committee reviewed the various policies and implementation activities included in the city’s comprehensive plan that in some way relate to the preparation of a unified land development code.  Hammann noted that the public works committee has a checklist to review proposed development projects. He will send Schwecke a copy, which may be incorporated into the code in some fashion.
c. Schwecke described the table included under tab 5, which shows in a summary format the existing and proposed review procedures for applications and permits. At the next meeting, the committee will review this table in detail and make revisions it deems necessary. Schwecke will then use this to draft the narrative on the various procedures.
8. Next regular meeting date.  It was agreed that the regular meeting date would be the third Thursday, with the understanding that particular dates my need to be adjusted because of holidays and summer vacations. The next meeting is Thursday, February 15, 2008.
9. Motion to Adjourn.  On a motion by Braunschweig, seconded by Hammann the meeting adjourned at 7:50 p.m.
