MINUTES
1. Call to order.  Harlin Miller called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Members present:  Chair Harlin Miller, Eric Pease, Steve Stacy, Carol Endres and Jeff Hanson.  Also present:  Tim Schwecke, City Planner; Judy Walton, City Clerk; and members of the public.
2. Approval of agenda.  Miller made a motion, seconded by Endres to approve the agenda.  Motion approved unanimously.
3. Citizen appearances other than agenda items listed.  None
4. Action items.  
a. Variance for Eager Fox LLC, applicant (Application 2008-33).   Chris Eager explained the history of the property and the need for the variance from the side yard setback requirement.  Discussion included the size and physical address of the detached building.   There will be no addition to the building.  Schwecke reviewed his staff report and the required Board of Appeals findings.  It was pointed out that the staff report shows the subject property to be R-1 in error; the correct zoning is R-2.  Endres made a motion, seconded by Pease to approve the variance with the condition that the building is “as is” and cannot be expanded.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
b. Variance for ADEVCO LLC, Roger Berg (Application 2008-34).  Roger Berg presented the plans and map for the storage units he is proposing to construct.  In order to utilize the entire parcel, he is requesting a variance from the rear yard setback requirement.  In addition, he is requesting a variance from the parking space requirement.  Discussion included size and use of the units, driveway access and handicap accessibility.  Chair Miller asked to go on record as having concerns about water runoff.  Schwecke referred the members to his staff report.  Hanson made a motion, seconded by Stacy to approve the variance for parking with the condition that the variance does not supersede state requirements for handicapped accessibility.  Motion approved unanimously.  Hanson made a motion, seconded by Pease to approve the variance for the parking requirements.  Motion approved unanimously.
5. Next meeting date.  There is no scheduled meeting at this time.
6. Motion to adjourn.  Pease made a motion, seconded by Endres to adjourn at 7:23 p.m.  Motion approved unanimously.
