MINUTES
1. Call to Order/Roll Call.  Chair Eric Pease called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Members present:  Chair Eric Pease, Kent Englund, Harlin Miller, Steve Stacy, and Kurt Schmidt.  Also present:  City Planner John Stockham and Matthias James.
2. Approval of agenda.  Miller made a motion, seconded by Englund to approve the agenda.  Motion approved 5-0.
3. Approval of minutes.  Stacy made a motion, seconded by Englund to waive the reading of the minutes of the June 2, 2010 meeting and to approve them as presented.  Motion approved 5-0.
4. Action items.
a. Variance from the dimensional standards of the fill requirements in Section 54-133(1)(a), which requires that fill be placed 2 feet above the base flood elevation extending 15 feet out from the building for Allen Creek Gallery, 137 E. Main St.  Pease verified with Stockham that there were no changes to the information that the committee members received in their packets.  Stockham reviewed his staff report.  The committee clarified that the variance would be only for the creek side and city-owned sidewalk side of the building as the other two sides of the property are in compliance with the fill requirement.  Schmidt made a motion, seconded by Stacy to approve a variance from the dimensional standards of the fill requirements in Section 54-133(1)(a) requiring placement of fill two feet above the base flood elevation for that portion of the property in and adjacent to the floodway and City-owned sidewalk.  In making this motion the Board of Appeals makes the finding that there are exceptional and unique circumstances applying to the Allen Creek Gallery site that support granting a variance as requested by the applicant.  The Board of Appeals further finds that granting the variance to Allen Creek Gallery will not create detriment to neighboring properties or be contrary to the purpose and spirit of this chapter or the public interest.  Motion approved 5-0.

5. Future meeting dates.  None scheduled.
6. Motion to adjourn.  Englund made a motion, seconded by Stacy to adjourn at 6:15 p.m.  Motion approved 5-0.
