MINUTES

1. Call to Order.  Chair Eric Pease called the meeting to order at 6:00 pm.  Members present: Eric Pease, Harlin Miller, Steve Stacy, Kurt Schmidt, and Kent Englund.  Also present:  City Planner Ben Zellers, City Administrator Dan Wietecha, and members of the public.

2. Approval of Agenda.  Stacy made a motion, seconded by Englund, to approve the agenda.  Motion approved unanimously.

3. Approval of Minutes.  Stacy made a motion, seconded by Englund, to waive the reading of the minutes from the November 10, 2010, meeting and to approve them as printed.  Motion approved unanimously.

4. Action Items.
a. Setback Variances: parcel 6-27-132.6.

i. Zellers explained that the application was similar to an application which had been approved in 2008.  That application had a condition that construction occur within one year.  The narrowness of the property limits practical construction; different than the earlier application, on-site parking has now been added.

ii. Chair Pease opened the public hearing at 6:10 pm.  Hearing closed at 6:11 pm with no public comments.
iii. The Board asked about stormwater retention ponds (not needed for a site under one acre) and handicapped parking (not required on-site if under 25 parking stall; an accessible sidewalk enables on-street parking).  The Board noted the following:

1. The size and dimensions of the parcel create great difficulty in utilizing the subject property without a variance.

2. The granting of the variances does not suggest that setback standards should be changed throughout the entire zoning district.

3. The granting of the variance does not create a substantial detriment on surrounding properties.

4. The granting of the variance is not contrary to the purposes set forth in the zoning code.

5. The granting of the variance is not contrary to the public interest.  

iv. Miller made a motion, seconded by Stacy, to approve the following variances:

1. A lesser front setback than required (9 feet 9 inches as shown on the site plan, instead of the required 10 feet).

2. A lesser rear setback than required (5 feet 6 inches as shown on the site plan, instead of the required 8 feet).

3. A lesser setback for paved areas (2 feet 4 inches as shown on the site plan, instead of the required 5 feet from the side and rear lot line; 5 feet from the front lot line as shown on the site plan, instead of the required 10 feet).

Motion approved unanimously.
5. Adjourn.  Pease made a motion, seconded by Stacy, to adjourn the meeting.  Motion approved unanimously at 6:13 pm.

The minutes are not official until approved by the Board of Appeals at its next meeting.
