MINUTES


The meeting was called to order by Council President, Tom Cothard.  Present were Aldpersons Aikman, Anderson, Cothard, Kooyman, Roberts, Sornson, and Wessels.  Absent were Mayor Ringhand and Ald. Hammann.  Staff present were Mark Kopp, City Attorney, Bill Connors, City Administrator, Dave Wartenweiler, Public Works Director, Scott George, W&L Superintendent, William Fitters, Police Sergeant, and Sandra Hart, City Clerk.

The Agenda was approved as presented.

Motion by Cothard, seconded by Roberts, to waive the reading of the December 14, 2004 Minutes and approve them as printed.  Motion carried.

Citizen Appearances Other Than Agenda Items Listed.

Gilbert Wiedenhoeft, 256 W. Main Street, S.O.L.E. Committee member, asked the Council if they would place on the next Council agenda an item to consider holding a referendum on the April 5, 2005 Spring Election.  The referendum would ask the citizens if they would support cleaning and restoring Lake Leota.  The Committee is looking for a direction and commitment from the citizens.  If the referendum is approved, it would then be up to the Council how to abide with what the citizens want.  It would not be a binding referendum.  

Ald. Kooyman asked if the proposed referendum would include a dollar amount.  Jim Turner, member of the S.O.L.E Committee, said the Committee will hold an open meeting for the citizens to come and get information about the proposed project and costs.  The information will also be published in The Review. The Council members stated they want the citizens to be informed about costs prior to any referendum.  Council agreed they would discuss this issue at an upcoming meeting.

Reports of Committees.

Evansville Community Partnership.
Doug Zweizig, ECP member, advised a questionnaire had been sent out to all citizens in November and they were encouraging everyone to respond.  Beginning February 1, ECP and the Chamber of Commerce will share office space at 8 West Main Street.  The Chili Cookoff will be March 5 and the Music Fest will be held in conjunction with the July 4th celebration.  The ECP Board have a new date; it is the 2nd Wednesday of each month starting in January.
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Plan Commission Report.

Ald. Aikman presented the second reading of Ordinance #2004-28. Motion by Aikman, seconded by Sornson, to approve Ordinance #2004-28, Rezoning Territory from Community Business District (B-3) to Central Business District (B-2) for property west of the Franklin Street Park owned by First Community Bank of Milton.  

Motion by Cothard, seconded by Kooyman, to amend the motion to include VFW parcel  (6-27-132.1), 179 East Main Street.  Amendment carried 6 – 1.  The original motion, as amended, carried 6 – 1.

Motion by Aikman, seconded by Roberts, to approve a Preliminary Land Divider’s Agreement for Subdivision Plat Review for Westfield Meadows.  Motion carried.

Finance and Labor Relations Committee.

Council President Cothard announced he will be a voting member of Council as well as presiding over the meeting.

Motion by Aikman, seconded by Roberts, to approve the W&L bills and authorize their payment in the amount of $460,145.80.  Motion carried unanimously on a roll call vote.

Motion by Aikman, seconded by Roberts, to approve the City bills and authorize their payment in the amount of $250,201.68.  Motion carried unanimously on a roll call vote.

Motion by Aikman, seconded by Roberts, to award the municipal pool renovation bid to Badger Swimpools.  Motion carried.

Motion by Aikman, seconded by Roberts, to approve Resolution #2005-1, Amending the Adopted 2004 City Budget to Purchase Police Department Laptop computers in 2004.  Motion carried unanimously on a roll call vote.

Motion by Aikman, seconded by Roberts, to approve Resolution #2005-2, Amending the Adopted 2004 City Budget to Provide an Appropriation for a Skid-Steer Loader.  Motion carried unanimously on a roll call vote.

The Agenda contained an item regarding creating a new position for a senior meal service and transportation coordinator.  Mr. Connors said the Finance Committee had requested more information before making a recommendation.  He will be gathering and providing the information at the next meeting.
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Public Safety Committee Report.
Ald. Cothard presented the second reading of Ordinance #2004-27. Motion by Cothard, seconded by Sornson, to approve Ordinance #2004-27, Amending Stop Sign Locations.  Motion carried.

Public Work Committee Report.
Ald. Sornson reported that the City engineer presented the Exchange Street design.  After a review, amendment, and discussion, the design was approved.

Communications and Recommendations from the Mayor.

Motion by Roberts, seconded by Sornson, to waive the 7-day notice and appoint John Decker, 143 W. Main Street, to the Economic Development for a term to expire in 2007, and Evansville Redevelopment Authority for a term to expire in 2009.  Motion carried.

Communications and Recommendations from the City Administrator.

Mr. Connors reported there are a number of items he is currently working on.  He is finishing the negotiations for the labor contract and preparing a budget cleanup ordinance for February.  He will be putting together the preliminary special assessments for the Hwy. 14 reconstruction project so that the business owners can have a sense of what they will and will not be responsible for. He will be drafting an ordinance to deal with the construction debris blowing off the construction sites.  Smart Growth is working its way to completion and a public hearing will be held on April 12.  He distributed the draft of a proposed ordinance for minimum roadway design standards and is seeking sponsors for the ordinance.
