Minutes of Jan. 17 Special Council Meeting

Council President Cothard called the meeting to order at 5:30 PM and announced that he intended to vote.  All alderpersons were present.  Mayor Ringhand was absent.  Also present was Bill Connors, City Administrator.

The agenda was modified to add a public hearing on item number #3.  Mr. Connors assured the Council that notice of this public hearing had been published.

Motion by Ald. Wessels, seconded by Ald. Sornson, to adopt Resolution #2004-55, Vacating the Public Right of Way for Exchange Street between East Main Street and Franklin Street.  Council President Cothard opened the public hearing at 5:31 PM.  No one from the public spoke.  He closed the public hearing at 5:32 PM.  The motion passed unanimously on a roll call vote.

Motion by Ald. Wessels, seconded by Ald. Roberts, to approve a final certified survey map for property located west of Franklin Park on East Main Street for First Community Bank.  Motion passed.

Mr. Connors reported that the Teamsters Local Union No. 579 would not object to creating a temporary city position for a senior services coordinator to terminate at the end of 2005.  Alderpersons Hammann and Cothard expressed concerns about whether the city would be able to contain the cost of this new position.  Ald. Aikman expressed concern that other alternatives had not been adequately explored.  Diane Skinner said the Village of Clinton has an independent contractor who coordinates their senior meal service and volunteer drivers, and Primetimers would accept having the same arrangement between the city and an independent contractor.  She said Primetimers is working to raise funds to purchase a van.  Ald. Hammann expressed concerns about possible liability to the city if a volunteer driver has an accident and does not have insurance.  Ms. Skinner said the drivers will be RSVP or Council on Aging volunteers, and those agencies require volunteer drivers to have insurance.

The meeting adjourned at 5:55 PM on a motion from Ald. Wessels, seconded by Ald. Sornson, to adjourn.
