MINUTES
1. Call to order.  Mayor Sandy Decker called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.
2. Roll call.  Members present:  Mayor Sandy Decker; Alderpersons Mason Braunschweig, Tom Cothard, Fred Juergens, Diane Roberts, John Sornson, Dennis Wessels, and Tony Wyse.  Others present:  Dan Wietecha, City Administrator; Judy Walton, City Clerk; Mark Kopp, City Attorney; and members of the public.
3. Approval of Agenda.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve the agenda as printed.  Motion approved unanimously.
4. Approval of Minutes.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Juergens to waive the reading of the minutes of the November 13, 2007 regular meeting and the November 28, 2007, special meeting and to approve them as printed.  Motion approved unanimously.
5. Citizen appearances

A. SOLE Committee.  Gil Wiedenhoeft stated their next meeting is December 12, 2007 at 6:00 p.m. and representatives from Vierbecher will be in attendance.

6. Reports of Committees 
A. Plan Commission Report

(1). Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve Preliminary Land Division of Lots 19 and 20, Walkers Addition, with conditions.  [Culbertson property, application 2007-34].  Wietecha explained the history of the property and Council discussed the conditions contained in the decision letter.  Motion approved unanimously.
(2). Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Cothard to approve Extraterritorial Land Division in the Town of Union, Southeast ¼ of the Southeast ¼, Section 18.  [Deckert property, application 2007-35].  Motion approved unanimously.
B. Finance and Labor Relations Committee Report

(1). Cothard made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig to approve W&L bills and authorize their payment in the amount of $910,731.48.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.

(2). Cothard made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve the City bills and authorize their payment in the amount of $476,025.82.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
(3). Cothard made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig to approve Agreement with Evelyn Cantrell for Coordination of Senior Services during the year 2008 for $21,218.00.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
(4). Cothard made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig to approve Engagement Letter with Johnson Block & Company for audit of year ending December 31, 2007, for $22,100.00.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
(5). Cothard made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig to approve Agreement with YMCA of Northern Rock County for Operation of Youth Program during the year 2008 for $34,556.00.  Wietecha explained that the agreement has not yet been finalized.  Braunschweig withdrew is second.  Wietecha reviewed the specific items of the agreement that were being worked out.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Sornson to table the item.  Motion approved unanimously.
(6). Cothard made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig to approve Veolia Solid Waste Midwest contract extension for 2008 through 2010.  Wietecha reviewed the changes in this contract versus the prior contract.  Council requested that staff speak with Veolia to remind their employees to not excessively scatter the emptied trash and recycling containers.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
(7). Cothard made a motion, seconded by Juergens to approve Resolution #2007-52, Approving Purchase of the Post Office Property to Enable Future Expansion of the Eager Free Public Library.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
C. Public Safety Committee Report

(1). Roberts made a motion, seconded by Sornson to approve write-off of bad debt in the amount of $2,825.82 and to designate the 6 parties thereto for tax intercept.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
(2). Discussion on the Class “B” Beer/”Class B” Liquor application for Julie A. Meredith, d/b/a The Exchange, 7 East Main St, Evansville, WI.  Approval granted contingent upon being in operation within 120 days of August 14, 2007 (deadline date December 12, 2007).  Roberts stated the plans for this establishment have fallen through and there was no need for discussion.
D. Public Works Committee Report

(1). Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Juergens to approve approximately $100 reimbursement to Eager Free Public Library for turf restoration.  Council discussed the necessity for the library to complete this work themselves; in part, due to the activities they had scheduled and the amount of visitors they receive.  The turf had been damaged during the Main Street reconstruction.  Motion approved 6-1 on a roll call vote with Sornson opposing.
Braunschweig shared items discussed at their meeting on November 27th in regard to the Westside water issues.  

· The City Engineer identified areas of maintenance to be completed within the next couple of months, weather permitting.  These are:  the greenway at S. 6th Street, the storm water pond at Vision and S. 6th, and the bottleneck at Croft.   
Wyse complimented Braunschweig for a well conducted meeting.

(1). Economic Development Summit on January 12, 2008.  Wyse stated that over 400 invitations were mailed.

7. Unfinished Business 
A. Cothard made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve Ordinance 2007-15, Detaching Territory from the City of Evansville.  [Heissner property.  Citizen initiated ordinance, no sponsors required].  Motion approved unanimously.
B. Cothard made a motion, seconded by Sornson to approve Ordinance 2007-17, Allowing the Operation of Neighborhood Electric Vehicles.  [Sponsors: Juergens and Sornson].  Motion approved unanimously.
C. Cothard made a motion, seconded by Sornson to approve Ordinance 2007-19, Relative to Signage in the Regional Business District (B-4) and the Industrial Districts.  [Sponsors: Braunschweig and Roberts].  Wessels asked for clarification on the amount of signage this would allow and he was updated on discussions from past Plan Commission meetings.  Motion approved 6-1 with Wessels opposing.
D. Cothard made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve Ordinance 2007-20, Rezoning Territory from Agricultural District One (A-1) to Residential District One (R-1) in Response to Development Application 2007-33.  [Every property.  Citizen initiated ordinance, no sponsors required].  Motion approved unanimously.
E. Cothard made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig to adopt Resolution 2007-51, Repealing Resolution 2007-48 and Establishing the Municipal Judge’s Salary for the Year 2008.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
8. Communications and Recommendations from the Mayor 

A. Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to waive seven day notice on mayoral appointments.  Motion approved unanimously.
B. Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve mayoral appointment of Alderman Thomas Cothard, 447 Evans Drive, to the Evansville-Union Implementation Committee for an initial term expiring in April 2008.  Motion approved unanimously.
C. Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Juergens to approve mayoral appointment of Plan Commission member Bill Hammann, 250 Eager Court, to the Evansville-Union Implementation Committee for an initial term expiring in April 2009.  Motion approved unanimously.
D. Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve former Mayor Janis Ringhand, 412 Fowler Circle, to the Evansville-Union Implementation Committee for an initial term expiring in April 2009.  Motion approved unanimously.
E. Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Cothard to approve Kim Miller, 8 Sherman Court, to the Evansville Police Commission for an unexpired five year term ending in 2012.  Motion approved unanimously.
9. Communications from the City Administrator

A. Discussion on zoning enforcement.  Council discussed the importance of working with property owners that are currently in violation and ensuring that future applications not be accepted when it would ultimately create a non conforming land use.  
B. Report on Municipal Code update.  Wietecha stated he is approximately two-thirds of the way through the procedure and is working to make the material more user-friendly.

10. New Business

A. Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Cothard to approve Resolution 2007-50, Implementing Community-Wide Energy Program.  Juergens suggested Water & Light Committee look into adding program timelines.  Motion approved unanimously.
11. Introduction of New Ordinances

A. Braunschweig presented the First Reading of Ordinance 2007-22, Relative to Speed Limits.  [Sponsor: Sornson and Juergens].  
B. Braunschweig presented the First Reading of Ordinance 2007-23, Rezoning Territory from Agricultural District One (A-1) and Lowland Conservancy District (C-1) to Light Industrial District (I-1) in Response to Development Application 2007-36.  [Nevell property.  Citizen initiated ordinance, no sponsors required].

12. Motion to adjourn.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Sornson to adjourn at 7:50 p.m.
