Minutes
1. Call to order.  Mayor Sandy Decker called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  She shared with those present that the Common Council and City Staff are keeping Alderman Tom Cothard and his family in their thoughts and prayers.  All ask and wish for him the needed strength and endurance as he recovers. 
2. Roll call.  Members present: Mayor Sandy Decker, Alderpersons Mason Braunschweig, Barb Jacobson, Janis Ringhand, Diane Roberts, John Sornson, Dennis Wessels, and Tony Wyse.  Others present: Dan Wietecha, City Administrator; Judy Walton, City Clerk; Mark Kopp, City Attorney; Kathi Kemp, Library Director; Randy Kyle, North Prairie Productions; Kelly Gildner & Tammy Pomplun, The Review; Gil Wiedenhoeft, SOLE; Gina Duwe, Janesville Gazette; and Jim Brooks. 
3. Approval of Agenda.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve the agenda.  Motion approved unanimously.
4. Approval of Minutes.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Wessels to waive the reading of the minutes of the May 13, 2008 regular meeting and approve them as presented.  Motion approved unanimously. 
5. Citizen appearances
A.  Randy Kyle, North Prairie Productions, reviewed the informational packet he had distributed.  He stated that a confluence of many unforeseeable factors has resulted in the project not being financially viable.   In response to a question from Alderman Sornson, he stated that all the commitments that NPP has made through the Developer Agreement will be made and the City will be made whole.  In response to a question from Alderman Wyse, he stated that they did research the possibility of using alternate feedstock but that would require a substantial amount of additional funds to convert to a multi-feedstock plant.  Wyse also asked about whether the NPP site was suitable for Crush, to which Mr. Kyle replied that it was not.  
Mr. Kyle stated that the Crush Project is moving along very well.  Landmark and the State of Wisconsin have signed the contract for the grant.  Landmark has committed the $4,000,000 and the state has matched that.  The plant must be able to process at least 20 million bushels of soybeans per year, which he said they are comfortable with.  Their business plan is being refined and will be presented to the Board of Directors on June 25th in Evansville. 
Mr. Kyle ended by thanking the City of Evansville for their support.

B. Gil Wiedenhoeft, SOLE, stated that they have been in contact with Representative Brett Davis and the DNR regarding assistance with permitting and fundraising.  The next meeting is June 11, 2008 at 6:00 p.m. at the Library.
C. Kathi Kemp, Library Director, suggested the idea of a webmaster to manage websites for different entities such as the Library, Chamber of Commerce, ECP, City of Evansville, and the Community Center.  Decker stated that this is already being discussed as part of the Economic Development Plan.
D. Jim Brooks stated that the grass growing on the corner of Badger and S. 6th Street is causing visibility problems.  Braunschweig stated that the property owner had experienced equipment problems that prevented him from cutting the grass.

Wietecha explained that this is the building on West Main Street that was burnt out and remains vacant.   The revised agreement reflects a smaller project.  The Redevelopment Authority committee recommended revising the agreement.  Motion by Braunschweig, seconded by Sornson to amend the motion by changing the following:  “The proposed rehabilitation of the PROPERTY would produce two apartments one apartment and a larger retail area accordance with the historic design guidelines of the National Park Service;”  Motion approved unanimously.  Main motion, as amended, approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
