MINUTES 
1. Call to order.  Mayor Sandy Decker called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  There was a moment of silence for Dale Bryant, a former alderperson, who was fatally injured in a motor vehicle accident.
2. Roll call.  Members present: Mayor Sandy Decker, Alderpersons Mason Braunschweig, Barb Jacobson, Janis Ringhand, Diane Roberts, John Sornson, Dennis Wessels, and Tony Wyse.  Absent:  Alderman Tom Cothard.  Others present: Dan Wietecha, City Administrator; Judy Walton, City Clerk; Mark Kopp, City Attorney; Dave Sauer, City Engineer; Dave Wartenweiler, Building Inspector; Evelyn Cantrell, Primetimers; Kelly Gildner, The Review; and Gil Wiedenhoeft, SOLE.
3. Approval of Agenda.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve the agenda.  Motion approved unanimously.
4. Approval of Minutes.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Ringhand to waive the reading of the minutes of the June 10, 2008 regular meeting and approve them as presented.  Motion approved unanimously. 
5. Citizen appearances.  None.
A.  Primetimers.  Evelyn Cantrell presented the monthly profit and loss statement and reviewed the upcoming events.  
B. Sole.  Gil Wiedenhoeft stated that SOLE needs a commitment from the city to proceed with fundraising.  Wessels stated that the city needs to know the cost.  Their next meeting is July 9th. 
C. Stormwater Management.  Sauer explained the details of the Ordinance.  Decker opened the public hearing at 6:52 p.m.  No one spoke.  Decker closed the public hearing at 6:53 p.m.  Sauer reviewed the uses for the revenues generated, referring to recent storm water interceptors that have been installed.  Braunschweig stated this is a fair way to assess the fees needed to cover expenses.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Ringhand to adopt Ordinance 2008-12, Creating a Utility for Stormwater Management.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to amend the motion by changing the following:
· Section 126.252(C) by changing the last sentence to read (in part) parking lots, driveways, compacted gravel driveways and other similar surfaces.
· Section 126.254(C) (2) by replacing City with City Council in both sentences.
· Section 126.255(D) by replacing one (1%) percent with three (3%) percent.

Amendment approved unanimously.  Main motion, as amended, approved unanimously on a roll call vote.

Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Ringhand to set the Stormwater Management Fee at $4.00 per Equivalent Runoff Unit (ERU) per month pursuant to Section 126-253 of the Municipal Code.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.

(1.)  Decker directed Council to the memo from City Planner Tim Schwecke regarding Development Application 2008-21 (Janes Property- Bakers Crossing).  The Commission had voted against recommendation for approval.
(2.)  Decker presented the first reading of Ordinance 2008-13, Amending Smart Growth Comprehensive Plan in Response to Application 2008-22 (Dysis Group Property – Celtic Ridge).

(3.)  Decker presented the first reading of Ordinance 2008-14, Amending Smart Growth Comprehensive Plan in Response to Application 2008-23 (Hoerler Property).

(1). Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve W&L bills and authorize their payment amount of $641,159.66.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
(2). Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve City bills and authorize their payment in the amount of $857,457.47.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
(3). Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve Resolution 2008-14, Approving Mid-Year Amendments to the 2008 Budget. Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.

7. Unfinished Business
A. Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve Ordinance 2008-10, Rezoning Territory from Residential District One (R-1) Temporary Zoning to Residential District One (R-1) in Response to Development Application 2008-18.
Motion approved unanimously.
B. Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve Ordinance 2008-11, Amending Chapter 54 of the Municipal Code Relative to Floodplain Zoning by Adopting New Flood Insurance Rate Maps and Corresponding Flood Insurance Study Report.  Council discussed the necessity of the ordinance.  Motion passed 6-1 on a roll call vote with Wessels opposing.
8. Communications and Recommendations from the Mayor 
A. After discussion with the Council, Decker scheduled the Committee of the Whole meeting for August 16, 2008 at 8:00 am. In addition, she informed the Council that the Chamber is looking to hold Town Hall meetings in Evansville.  The Council had no objections to the city co-sponsoring these meetings.

A. Wietecha discussed the Finance Director’s Calendar for the 2009 Budget.
10. New Business. Wyse thanked the Volunteer Fire Fighters for watering the trees on Main Street.  Ringhand gave an update on Alderman Tom Cothard.
