MINUTES

1. Call to order.  Mayor Sandy Decker called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  

2. Election of District 4 Alderperson to serve until the next regular election.
Braunschweig nominated Todd A Culbertson.  Dennis Wessels nominated Benjamin Ladick.  There were no further nominations.  Each nominee introduced himself and answered questions from the Council.  Todd A Culbertson was elected 4 -3 on a roll call vote with Braunschweig, Ringhand, Roberts and Wyse voting in his favor.
A. Oath of Office was administered for Alderperson Todd Culbertson.

3. Roll call.  Members present: Mayor Sandy Decker, Alderpersons Mason Braunschweig, Tom Cothard, Barb Jacobson, Janis Ringhand, Diane Roberts, Todd Culbertson, Dennis Wessels, and Tony Wyse.  Staff present:  Judy Walton, City Clerk and Mark Kopp, City Attorney.  Several members of the public were also present.  
4. Approval of Agenda.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve the agenda with the following amendments:

· Under Item 7D (1) & (2) to begin each item by adding the language Motion to approve 
· Item 9C to insert Culbertson in the blank line
· Item 7H(1), to change $1.4 million to $1.7 million
Motion approved unanimously.
5. Approval of Minutes.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Wessels to waive the reading of the minutes of the July 8, 2008 regular meeting and to approve them as presented.  Motion approved unanimously. 

6. Citizen appearances.  Matt Gaboda, 14-1/2 E Main St., Evansville, stated he is for a referendum on the lake, he commended Brett Davis for his attentiveness, and he expressed concerns regarding WPPI.
A. Gil Wiedenhoeft reported that work is being done on the springs and Public Works will be cutting weeds when they have the time.
B. Public Hearing: Ordinance 2008-13, Amending Smart Growth Comprehensive Plan in Response to Application 2008-22 (Dysis Group Property – Celtic Ridge). 
Decker directed the council to the staff report prepared by City Planner, Tim Schwecke. 


Decker opened the public hearing at 6:51 p.m.  No one spoke.  Decker closed the public hearing at 6:52 pm.  Council discussed the location of the property and the need for the amendment.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to adopt Ordinance 2008-13, Amending Smart Growth Comprehensive Plan in Response to Application 2008-22.  Motion carried 7-1 with Jacobson opposing.
C. Public Hearing: Oridinance 2008-14, Amending Smart Growth Comprehensive Plan in Response to Application 2008-23 (Hoerler Property).
Decker gave Council an overview of the proposed amendment.  Decker opened the public hearing at 6:58 p.m.  Ron Combs, Combs & Associates and the land surveyor of the project, explained the concept plan for the property.  Decker closed the public hearing at 6:59 pm.

Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Cothard to adopt Ordinance 2008-14, Amending Smart Growth Comprehensive Plan in Response to Application 2008-23.  Motion approved unanimously.
7. Reports Committees 

A. Plan Commission Report
(1.) Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve the extraterritorial land division for Ed Hoerler (Application 2008-27), subject to the listed conditions. Motion approved unanimously.

            B. Finance and Labor Relations Committee Report

(1.) Cothard made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig to approve Water & Light bills and authorize their payment in the amount of $632,444.65.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.

(2.) Cothard made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig to approve the City Bills and authorize their payment in the amount of $1,010,479.76.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
(3.) Cothard made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig to approve 2008 Stormwater Utility Budget with the following changes:

· changing the “Amount” column for item Streetsweeper to $145,000

· changing the “Amount” column for  item Southgate Pond to $75,000

· changing the Total to $334,556. 

Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
            C.  Public Safety Committee Report

(1.) Roberts made a motion, seconded by Wessels to approve the amended Alcohol Beverage License for DL Unity Holdings LLC changing the licensed premises from 609 East Main Street to 611 East Main Street, Evansville, Wisconsin 53536. Motion approved unanimously.
(2.) Roberts made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig to approve the amended Alcohol Beverage License for Francesco Romano d/b/a Romano’s Pizza, 50 Union Street, Evansville, Wisconsin 53536 to include Committee-approved outside events.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Wessels to amend the motion to end with subject to Committee approval.  Amendment approved unanimously.  Main motion, as amended, approved unanimously.
D. Public Works Committee Report

(1.) Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Cothard to approve Resolution 2008-15, Documenting Review of the 2007 Compliance Maintenance Annual Report (CMAR) and Indicating Actions to be taken to Prevent Effluent Limit Violations. Motion approved unanimously. 
(2.) Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Cothard to approve Resolution 2008-16, Authorizing Submittal of a State Grant Application and Subsequent Appropriation of City Funds for a Hazard Mitigation Grant. Motion approved unanimously.

(1.) Economic Development Plan. Wyse directed Council to the completed plan.

H. Parks and Recreation Board Report
(1.) Ringhand stated the Board recommended moving forward with dredging Lake Leota without a referendum at a cost of $1.7 million, dependent upon the City Administrator’s success with getting the neighboring property owners to allow dumping of dirt on their properties. 
I. Historic Preservation Commission Report
(1.) Wessels made a motion, seconded by Cothard to approve Resolution 2008-18, to Accompany an Application for Preserve America Community Designation.   Decker explained that this is an update to the 2006 Resolution.  Motion approved unanimously.

J. Fire District Report.  Wessels stated all is going well with construction of the building.

K. Police Commission Report.  None

L. Evansville-Union Implementation Committee Report.  Ringhand stated she is reviewing examples of other community’s boundary agreements, which she will be sharing with the Committee.

C. Ringhand made a motion, seconded by Cothard to approve the mayoral appointment of Alderperson Culbertson as committee member of the Public Works, Public Safety, and Water & Light Committees and as an alternate to the Fire District Board.
