MINUTES
1. Call to order.  Mayor Sandy Decker called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  There was a moment of silence for Art Phillips who passed away unexpectedly on September 30th.
2. Roll call.  Members present:  Mayor Sandy Decker, Alderpersons Mason Braunschweig, Tom Cothard, Todd Culbertson, Barb Jacobson, Janis Ringhand, Diane Roberts, Dennis Wessels and Tony Wyse.  Staff present:  Dan Wietecha, City Administrator; Judy Walton, City Clerk; Mark Kopp, City Attorney and Dave Sauer, City Engineer.  Several members of the public were also present. 
3. Approval of Agenda.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve the agenda with the removal of items 6G(1) and 6D(1).  Motion approved unanimously.
4. Approval of Minutes.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to waive the reading of the minutes of September 9, 2008, regular meeting and September 24, 2008, special meeting and to approve them as presented.  Motion approved unanimously.
5. Citizen appearances.
A. Primetimers.  Mary Libby presented the Treasurer’s Quarterly Report.
B. SOLE.   Gil Wiedenhoeft stated there was nothing new; they are waiting on the results of the referendum.
C. Public Hearing: Assessments for Madison Street Improvements.  Dave Sauer stated notices were published and mailed to the individual property owners.  He explained how the assessments were calculated for the 2 separate projects.  He stated there were 4 non-participating property owners who had new construction not replacement that would need to have assessments levied next month.  Decker opened the public hearing at 6:43 p.m.  Roger Berg asked if the 4 properties would have a public hearing, to which Sauer replied yes.  Nicole Hamby, 213 S Madison Street, asked to review how the assessments were calculated. Decker closed the public hearing at 6:44 p.m.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Wessels to adopt Resolution 2008-20, Final Resolution Authorizing Madison Street Improvements and Levying Special Assessments against Benefited Properties for the Same; deleting the properties at 515 S Madison Street, 510 S Madison Street, Prairie Crossing, and James Viaene properties.  Motion approved unanimously.
6. Reports of Committees.
A. Plan Commission Report

(1). Wessels made a motion, seconded by Ringhand to adopt Ordinance 2008-18, Rezoning Territory from Local Business District (B-1) to Community Business District (B-3) in Response to Development Application 2008-32.  [Second Reading, re-zoning Heimerl/Curves property at 504 East Main Street].  Braunschweig stated that Plan Commission held a public hearing, letters were mailed to the appropriate property owners and no one appeared in opposition.  Decker explained the concerns of the Plan Commission members that voted against approval.  Motion approved unanimously.
B. Finance and Labor Relations Committee Report

(1). Cothard made a motion, seconded by Ringhand to approve Water & Light bills and authorize their payment in the amount of $748,031.88.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
(2). Cothard made a motion, seconded by Ringhand to approve the City bills and authorize their payment in the amount of $637,779.07.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
(3). Cothard presented the First Reading of Ordinance 2008-19, Adopting 2009 Operating Budget and Setting Levies.
(4). Cothard made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve publication of proposed 2009 Operating Budget.  Motion approved unanimously.
(5). Cothard made a motion, seconded by Ringhand to plan potential debt structure for Lake Leota dredge project with 20 year term and level principal and interest payments.  Motion approved unanimously.
