MINUTES
1. Call to order.  Mayor Sandy Decker called the meeting to order at 6:32 p.m.  

2. Roll call.  Members present:  Mayor Sandy Decker, Alderpersons Mason Braunschweig, Tom Cothard, Todd Culbertson, Barb Jacobson, Janis Ringhand, Diane Roberts, Dennis Wessels, and Tony Wyse.  Others present:  City Administrator Dan Wietecha, City Clerk Judy Walton, Robert Tierney and Beverly Krueger.
3. Approval of Agenda.  Ringhand made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig to approve the agenda.  Motion approved unanimously.
4. Citizen appearances.  Beverly Krueger, 339 E Main Street, Evansville, stated her concerns regarding the proposed canoe/kayak rental business.
5. Rental Agreement.  Ringhand made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve Rental Agreement with Robert and Amy Tierney.  Robert Tierney, 125 E Main Street, Evansville, stated he has arranged for the required insurance coverage.  He briefly explained his background in the Coast Guard where he taught canoe and kayak instruction and river rescue.  Ringhand stated that after 2 months of work, the Park Board has unanimously approved the terms of the contract.  Discussion of the contract followed.   Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
6. Discussion on room tax proceeds and marketing plan.  Wietecha explained the history of the room tax and the statutory requirement that the revenue be used for marketing and tourist projects.  
7. Discover Media Works.  Wietecha discussed with Council the specifics of the weekly television show Discover Wisconsin produced by Discover Media Works and their additional marketing outlets including radio, brochures at trade shows, local events posted on their Calendar of Events and video clips via the web.  Wyse stated Economic Development past a motion to recommend to Council participation in this program.  
Ringhand made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig to approve engagement of Discover Media Works for multi-year marketing program.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve the use of room tax revenue to compensate the Chamber of Commerce and Community Partnership for staff hours.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
8. Discussion on League Lobbying Corps.  Decker stated the League of Wisconsin Municipalities invites anyone in communities that are interested in lobbying on municipal issues to join the Lobbying Corp.  Three times a year, they have a morning meeting to brief the attendees on issues that the legislature is considering.  After the briefing session, attendees meet with their legislatures.  A meeting tomorrow, May 20th will be attended by herself and Alderpersons Braunschweig, Cothard and Ringhand.  Issues include an additional reduction in shared revenue, prevailing wage law changes, and annexation and extraterritorial powers legislation.   
9. Motion to adjourn.  Ringhand made a motion, seconded by Cothard to adjourn at 7:36 p.m.  Motion approved unanimously.
