1. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m. by Mayor Sandy Decker.
2. Roll call.  Members present:  Mayor Sandy Decker, Alderpersons Mason Braunschweig, Tom Cothard, Barb Jacobson, Janis Ringhand, Diane Roberts, Dennis Wessels, and Tony Wyse.  Absent:  Alderperson Todd Culbertson.  Others present:  City Administrator Dan Wietecha, City Clerk Judy Walton, City Attorney Mark Kopp, City Engineer Dave Sauer, Declan Every, PO Box 242, Evansville and Dick Woulfe, 255 E Main Street, Evansville.
3. Approval of Agenda.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to move Item 6D4 to precede Item 5A and approve the agenda.  Motion approved unanimously.
4. Approval of Minutes.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Cothard to waive the reading of the minutes of the September 8, 2009, regular meeting and September 16, 2009, special meeting and to approve them as presented.  Motion approved unanimously.
5. Citizen appearances.
A. Public Information Meeting regarding Ordinance 2009-08, Regulating Sanitary Sewer Use and User Charge System and Resolution 2009-25, Documenting Review of Sanitary Sewer User Charge System Report and Approving Sanitary Sewer User Charges.  Dave Sauer summarized his report, identified components being modified and reviewed the fixed and variable charges.

B. Finance and Labor Relations Committee Report.
(1). Cothard made a motion, seconded by Ringhand to approve the Water & Light bills and authorize their payment in the amount of $1,159,302.51.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
(2). Cothard made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig to approve the City bills and authorize their payment in the amount of $1,043,736.65.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
(3). Cothard made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig to approve Agreement for Assessment Services with Associated Appraisal Consultants, Inc., for assessment years 2010 – 2012.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
(4). Cothard made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig to approve Resolution 2009-26 Authorizing and Approving a Loan Agreement with the Wisconsin Rural Water Construction Loan Program Commission and Authorizing the Issuance of $3,400,000 Revenue Bond Anticipation Notes, Series 2009B (Sewerage System).  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
(5). Discussion and possible motion on 2010 Operating and 2010-2014 Capital Budgets.  Wietecha reviewed the changes applied since the September 11th budget worksheet.  Dick Woulfe asked questions about previous budget recommendations, including a hiring freeze and the baseball program.  No action was taken.

D. Public Works Committee Report.
(1). Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Cothard to approve Resolution 2009-24, Authorizing Submittal of an Urban Forestry Grant Application.  Motion approved unanimously.
(2). Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Ringhand to approve Resolution 2009-25, Documenting Review of Sanitary Sewer User Charge System Report and Approving Sanitary Sewer User Charges.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
(3). Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Ringhand to award bid for WWTF Wind Turbine, Contract 09EV-4, to H&H Solar Energy for a 100kW Northwind turbine.  Sauer pointed out that Northwind has been in business for 10 years.  There are 3 other types of this turbine operating in Wisconsin, it produces the most energy per year, has the shortest payback and is made in the United States.  Decker shared information she had from a visit to Wausau where she saw this same unit.  She added that this would help with the 25x25 goal for renewable energy.  In answering Jacobson’s question on maintenance, Sauer stated there will be an annual maintenance program; there is a 1 year installation warranty from H&H and a 5 year warranty from Northwind.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
(4). Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve Supplemental Agreement with Every Survivor Trust.  Wietecha stated there is a capped cost for the fertilizer.  Braunschweig added that even with a supplemental agreement, the cost savings was substantial due to use of their land.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
